There was discussion on the pros and cons of changing to a Council-Manager form of government. Jim Shonts talked about a document from the International City Management Association on the benefits and how to start the process. The City Clerk will be emailing a copy to the Council and City Attorney per their request. Robert Thompson was going to collect some data to present to the Council at the November 1, 2011 meeting. No action taken.

Jim Shonts asked where we were on repairing the sound system. Mayor Pittman said he has worked some, but it is not yet repaired.

Jim Shonts asked the Mayor if he had talked to the school system about using the old media center for the Library. Mayor Pittman reported he is waiting on Dr. McCharen to meet with him to discuss. Mayor Pittman had been told at one time that the media center was reserved for the Library.

Jim Shonts asked why the City needed two Deputy Court Clerks and felt the one currently working part-time for the City could assist on Court nights.
