Discussion only was held on the following items:

Public Hearing on Municipal Issues


Mayor Cochell gave an update on the sewer project. He met with Cardinal Engineering today and the construction is an estimated 50% complete and on budget. 

Councilmember Kolar mentioned about clearing trees at the park and he wanted to wait until Choctaw was done with their project before he began in order to not make a bigger mess. The Mayor is going to check with Choctaw and see when they will be done.


Mayor Cochell discussed the magnitude of the Stormwater requirements and that at some point we would need to look at bringing in someone to assist. It may be possible to contract with Choctaw to utilize their person part-time.


Councilmember Pumphrey asked if we had acquired easements for the creek clearing project. Mayor Cochell explained the Stormwater reporting had been the priority. Now that has been turned in, the Chief will work on the easements.


Councilmember Foughty asked if anything had been decided about keeping the K-9 car. Mayor Cochell said the vehicle is fixed and cost about $350. At this point we are keeping the vehicle.


Mayor Cochell reported there had been two drug busts in Garden Acres and a fire at one of the trailers where the drugs were located.


Councilmember Kolar mentioned the City Hall building really needed to get painted. He had some painters come give an estimate and it was $2,000 for the paint and $5,600 for the labor. He asked the Mayor to get another bid or two and see if we can get this done.
