The City of Forest Park has discontinued their canine program and has offered our agency the opportunity to purchase their certified canine for the sum of $1. The canine is a narcotic dog and is not a patrol utility canine. The dog is a passive animal to be used for narcotics and not tracking or apprehension. The equipment for a patrol unit will be donated from other agencies, so the initial cost will be covered without using budget funds. Training costs for the officer will be $200 which will be paid out of Police Training Funds.

The Council discussed this issue at length. Concerns included overtime, dedicated car and officer to canine, limited number of officers, mutual aid.
