Sophie Henderson raised her concerns about the sewer rates and did not think it was fair that some in the city have to pay and some do not. She was told the City is working on getting the entire City of the sewer system. She also asked if the residents were going to be able to keep their water wells. She was told there is no plans on implementing a water system for all residential areas and she would be able to keep her well.
