I.
Police Department request to apply for a JAG LLE Grant to purchase new radio equipment. Grant is $10,000 with no matching funds required. The purpose of the grant request is to replace radio equipment to meet new “narrow band” requirements. The number of radios would be approximately 14 handheld units. 


There was discussion on the current radios, handhelds and vehicle radios and whether or not they can be converted and which ones should be purchased.

MOTION BY Loudermilk; SECOND Shonts, to apply for the grant and Lt. Crews and Councilmember Shonts to discuss what we need with a report to be given to the Council at the June 21st Special Meeting.

Request from the Police Department to use the city property located north of the City Park to be used for a joint police and fire training facility. EOC Tech is donating three buildings for use as classrooms and the US Navy Construction Battalion from TAFB is offering to clear the land. The Police Department intends to use this facility for a gun range.


The Council raised concerns about the neighbors surrounding the area, cost to insure, liability issues and whether the original covenant of the park would allow for this use.


MOTION BY Shonts to deny the request. MOTION DIED due to lack of a second.


Item tabled until more information could be gathered and discussed.

K.
Concerning policy with respect to S.W.A.T. or tactical use of police department personnel, resources and liability issues.


Lt. Crews told the Council they do not have a SWAT, they call it an Emergency Response Team (ERT). He discussed how the officers trained to be a part of the ERT and how the team has helped in several situations. Council raised concerns because they have never approved a policy on an ERT team.

Police Department is requesting $1,200 administrative fee towards a potential $69,000 grant that would provide equipment, outer body armor, helmets, night vision goggles and nylon gear. Gear is typically worn with tactical or assault teams. Up front administrative fee would come from the Warrant Fund.

MOTION BY Loudermilk; SECOND Meyers, to approve the request for $1,200 to apply for the grant with the stipulation the City Council has an opportunity to review the equipment list requested in the grant.
