Public Hearing on Municipal Issues


Mayor Cochell gave an update on the sewer project. He has told FT Construction they would be assessed liquidated damages after they reach the original deadline plus the agreed upon rain days. They have been given a 100 day extension for the project. We have added Anderson Road back on the project. 

There was discussion on the Creek Cleaning project. The funds have been approved, but not released by ACOG. We cannot proceed until the funds are released and we are given the go ahead.


The EOC Partnership has talked about annexation and the requirements to provide services within a certain time period.


The Park is looking very good. We will continue to work on the park and will look at having the sign redone.


Councilmember Pumphrey talked about the Resolutions opposing SQ 777 and 779 and the information from ACOG on opposing these bills. SQ 777 would limit a municipality’s authority over farm land 5 acres or more. SQ 779 is the one-cent increase for schools. However, if passed, the schools would not receive additional funds because the state would reduce their appropriations to the schools. The State is who would benefit from this bill.


Councilmember Kolar said Swadley’s is going to put in BBQ at Jim’s Fried Chicken to see how it goes.


Councilmember Foughty asked if the electronic billboard has been turned down to an acceptable level.
