This would allow BancFirst and others to connect to the system. There were concerns from the trailer park that there would be a significant cost to them on the monthly bills. There was also concern that there were only 47 lots that would be connected and 11 of those are for RV’s and are not there all the time. The Mayor stated the Resolution would allow the City to pursue the grant – but if it was not financial a good idea, we would withdraw the request.
