Entering into a contract with Qube Technology Solutions to handle our information technology (IT) needs. Through this contract, we can a package of 40, 60, 80 or 100 hours. Qube Technology Solutions will be provide us with: system administration to include network support and repair, wireless support and repair, PC/application support and repair; provide recommendations for configuration alterations; provide training to staff; assist in vetting tactical support; and disaster recovery preparation/documentation.

Westminster and 32nd Street rewrapped because it is looking very worn. Mr. Shonts asked for code enforcement to follow up on a donation box at the school that is overflowing. Mr. Shonts asked about the roll off at the Shatswell property at 11008 Stewart. He reported it was full and debris was blowing out.

Mr. Kolar asked about the sewage treatment contract with the City of Choctaw and wanted to make sure we were aware of the terms of the contract.
