Dear Nicoma Park Residents:

Great News! Our 2016 sewer expansion is almost complete. We are providing you with information on the connection process and fees.
When the public sewer becomes available, it will be your responsibility to connect to the sewer system within 180 days. You will need to get a “hook-up” permit from City Hall. The hook-up fee is waived if you connect within the 180 days, but there will be a $25 inspection fee. If you connect after the 180 days, there is a $250 hook-up fee plus the inspection fee. In addition to the hook-up permit, you will be required to complete a sewer contract and pay the sewer deposit. Visit our website at www.nicomapark.net for a list of sewer rates. The City Inspector will need to inspect the connection and make sure everything is connected in accordance with the required codes. 

Once connected, the private sewage disposal system (septic) must be cleaned of sludge and filled with clean backrun gravel or dirt, at the property owner’s expense. The contents of the private system (septic) cannot be placed in the city system and must be disposed of as approved by the State Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ). (Sec. 90-27)
All residences and business are required to be connected to the sanitary sewer system when it is made available. 

Exception: users may apply to the city for payment of a user’s fee in lieu of hooking up to the public sanitary sewer. The amount of the user’s fee will be the same amount as would be required if hooked up to the public sewer; provided, however, that said application must be accompanied by an inspection report issued by DEQ, or the City-County Health Department stating that said agency has inspected the applicant’s septic system and found that the same is functioning properly and constitutes no present health hazard. The application shall be submitted to the Planning Commission for review at their next regularly scheduled meeting and then to the City Council for final action. Any exception granted shall be for a period of one year and must be reviewed annually. (Sec. 90-40b)
