DRUG PROCEEDS AWARDED TO NARCOTICS TASK FORCE IN JACKSON COUNTY 

The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs Control (OBNDD) has awarded $3,400.00 in drug proceeds to Jackson County District Attorney John Wampler.  During a ceremony today in Altus, Wampler accepted the funds from OBNDD Director R. Darrell Weaver. The money was seized during a joint investigation in 2003 in which OBNDD and the District Attorneys Drug Task Force investigated, arrested and ultimately received a federal indictment against Raymond Franklin, a major methamphetamine distributor in southern Oklahoma.

“District Attorney John Wampler’s drug task force has been a friend and 

partner with OBNDD for many years in our plight against illicit drug 

traffickers and conspirators.  Under the direct leadership of Altus Police 

Officer Bob Carder we have a long history of successful joint investigations.  

This is much more than an asset forfeiture of $3400.00 but what it symbolizes

 is the communication and cooperation which is needed to dismantle drug trafficking organizations which do not recognize jurisdictional boundaries.  

Law enforcement will only succeed in Oklahoma if we work as a team.   The future of Oklahoma is much more important than turf battles within law enforcement.  OBNDD will not concede any communities to the drug violators, which want to steal and destroy the good we want in Oklahoma for our families and our future.”

The Drug Task Force supplied a confidential source, surveillance and technical support on the investigation, which ultimately ended up in Atoka County.  The defendant, Raymond Franklin, was indicted in Federal Court and was found deceased the day he was to be sentenced. Another $3400.00 from the case was recently awarded to the Atoka County Sheriffs Office.  
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
