CALIFORNIA HOMICIDE SUSPECT APPREHENDED FOLLOWING TRAFFIC STOP

A California homicide suspect is in custody following a traffic stop by the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBNDD) K-9 Highway Interdiction Unit.  Mark Woodward, OBNDD Spokesman, said Agents performed a routine traffic stop on a vehicle traveling east bound on Interstate 40 in Canadian County on Saturday morning, January 3rd.  
“During the encounter, our Agents conducted a search of the vehicle which resulted in the discovery of a hidden compartment in the cab.  Inside, Agents located nearly four pounds of marijuana, as well as a loaded handgun with serial numbers filed off.”

The suspect, identified as 50-year old Zachary Jones of Los Angeles, California, was arrested and booked into the Canadian County jail.  After bonding out, Agents learned Jones, under a different name, was wanted on weapons charges out of California, and was being sought for questioning in at least one homicide in Los Angeles County.  Jones was tracked down and apprehended at the Dallas-Fort Worth airport waiting to board a flight for Newark, New Jersey.  
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
