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OBNDD RESPONDS TO CAMPUS THREAT, GUNMAN

More than twenty (20) OBNDD agents were on hand Thursday as law enforcement fanned out to locate a gunman reportedly seen near an Oklahoma school campus.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, says his agency responded to a call for assistance at Cashion schools after a man with a rifle reportedly stalked two women near the High School football field.  

“We immediately deployed all available agents and resources to come to the aid of the school district and the local law enforcement agencies.  This included numerous agents highly trained in man-tracking and sniper skills necessary to remove a potential threat to the campus and surrounding community.  We also had our Mobile Command Post on site to help coordinate efforts, and we launched our OBNDD helicopter to assist with the search from above.  This is what our agents are trained for.   We are always willing to put our resources to use to come to the aid of any agency or community in time of need. ”
