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OKLAHOMA BUREAU OF NARCOTICS ESTABLISHES REGIONAL OFFICE IN CLINTON
The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs Control (OBNDD) has assigned an agent permanently to the Clinton area.  By doing so, the Bureaus’ vast drug enforcement resources are more readily available to assist the local law enforcement community in Western Oklahoma. R. Darrell Weaver, Director of the state drug agency, says the Regional Office concept allows OBNDD to imbed a senior drug enforcement agent in a favorable geographic location to augment the drug enforcement efforts in those areas.

“The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics is determined to have a presence in every pocket of our state and now we have an agent assigned permanently at the Clinton Police Department and will work with local law enforcement along the I-40 corridor in western Oklahoma.  The agent will not only bring a high level of individual narcotic experience and expertise, but will also bring the full force of investigative technology and assets of the bureau of Narcotics.
