COCAINE DISTRIBUTION PIPELINE UNPLUGGED IN OKLAHOMA CITY, ENID
A large cocaine distribution network operating in central and northern Oklahoma has been unplugged as part of an 18-month joint investigation with the Enid Police Department and the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN).  Mark Woodward, OBN Spokesman, says law enforcement officers from several agencies served nearly 60 arrest warrants and several search warrants early this morning targeting an organization responsible for trafficking crack cocaine and other narcotics through Oklahoma City and Enid.

“The defendants in this case were bringing large quantities of cocaine into Oklahoma City from Mexico.  Smaller shipments were then funneled into Enid and sold to street-level dealers, known gang members, and users.  Other drug sales, including marijuana, were also identified during this investigation.”

“I have a good report today for the law abiding citizens of central and northern Oklahoma, but I am a bearer of bad news for drug offenders in those regions. The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, Enid Police department and several other law enforcement agencies in a cooperative effort have dismantled a drug organization which distributed a multiplicity of illicit narcotics in Oklahoma, Garfield and Kay County in Oklahoma. Make no mistake; we must have great resolve when dealing with this daily cancer of economic based drug traffickers and conspirators.  Their greed knows no bounds.  They will steal and destroy everything good we want for Oklahoma, therefore; we must be vigilant and display great perseverance in dismantling and disrupting this seedy part of our society.  The drug dealers have three choices in Oklahoma; they can stop peddling their drugs, leave our state or go to jail.  That is their three choices!”

By noon today, 41 defendants were in custody.  Woodward says the majority of the defendants were booked into the Garfield County Jail.  They face a variety of pending charges including distribution of cocaine.   Assisting with today’s warrant sweep included OBNDD, the Enid Police Department, the Ponca City Police Department, the Oklahoma Highway Patrol, the US Marshals Service, and military authorities with Vance Air Force Base.
