CRYSTAL DARKNESS:  STATE NARCOTICS BUREAU HELPING SPEARHEAD THIS HISTORIC METH AWARENESS CAMPAIGN
The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs Control (OBNDD) is taking a leadership position in an historic methamphetamine awareness project.  Crystal Darkness Oklahoma, co-chaired by Oklahoma First Lady Kim Henry, is a campaign modeled after similar programs in Nevada, California, Oregon, and Arizona.  The project is aimed at increasing meth awareness, as well as providing prevention, treatment and law enforcement assistance to communities across Oklahoma.  Crystal Darkness Oklahoma will begin with the historic airing of a half-hour documentary on all Oklahoma television stations, as well as radio and internet media.  The documentary will feature testimonials graphically articulating the devastating impact meth has had on families and communities across the state. The air-date has yet to be determined, but is expected to be scheduled in January of 2009.  OBNDD is helping organize the law enforcement effort, as well as developing and managing the Crystal Darkness Oklahoma web site, assist with the campaign’s education, training and promotion of the televised event.  In addition, OBNDD will be comprehensively involved in Phase II that involves meth awareness education and training for schools, parents and community groups, as well as ensuring law enforcement entities continue working together to suppress and eliminate meth production, trafficking, distribution and use.  OBNDD is urging all Oklahomans to become invested in the Crystal Darkness Oklahoma project.
