NARCOTICS BUREAU REVOKES LICENSE OF TALIHINA DOCTOR 
The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) has revoked a Talihina doctor’s license to prescribe controlled drugs.  This action by OBN follows an April 7, 2009 Show Cause hearing which found Dr. Robert Wayne Mosier, D.O. in violation of several state drug laws.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the state drug agency, says this involved a joint investigation of OBN and the Oklahoma Board of Osteopathic Examiners.


“Our agency was alerted by several concerned citizens 

related to the prescribing practices of Dr. Mosier.  We 

initiated an investigation in the summer of 2008 at his Talihina 

clinic.  During the course of the investigation, we uncovered several violations related to the prescribing and dispensing of controlled drugs, including Oxycontin, Methadone, Lortab, and Xanax.  Also, Mosier refused to provide critical files related to this investigation.”

Darrell Weaver, Director of the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, calls the violations alarming.

“Dr. Mosier was a public safety concern and we must move swiftly and with great resolve when dealing with such an individual. This is a great example of our solid relationship with our Medical community and specifically this tremendous joint investigation with the Oklahoma Board of Osteopathic Examiners"

Specific violations against Dr. Mosier include denying lawful access to medical records by investigators, unauthorized use of Dr. Mosier’s prescription authority, failing to maintain effective controls to prevent diversion of controlled dangerous substances (CDS), administering CDS to himself, and administering CDS for non-legitimate medical purposes.   Woodward says Dr. Mosier is also prohibited from making application for a new prescription license for a period of at least one (1) year.  The Osteopathic Board has scheduled Dr. Mosier for a hearing concerning his medical license in June of this year.
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
