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FEDERAL MURDER SUSPECT CAPTURED NEAR UNIVERSITY IN EDMOND

The U.S. Marshals Service and the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBNDD) apprehend a Texas murder suspect living near the University of Central Oklahoma in Edmond.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for OBNDD, says 31-year old Cody William Owen was found living at a home located at 1004 Chowning, just across the street from Student Housing on the north side of the U.C.O. campus.

“Apparently, Owen had been living at the home for about two months, but there is no indication he had any contact with students or had been on campus.  We are very fortunate because we consider him a significant threat to the public.”

Woodward says Owen was wanted on a Federal Murder Warrant out of East Texas for Conspiracy to Distribute Heroin Which Resulted in Death.  

“Records also indicate Owen was Dishonorably Discharged from the military while serving at Ft. Hood, Texas for Attempted Murder and Solicitation of Murder.  Owen served federal prison time from June 1995 to January 2005 stemming from those charges.”

Woodward says Owen was arrested without incident.  He was transported to the Oklahoma County Jail around 5:30 this evening.  
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
