STATE DRUG AGENCY URGES TOY RECALL COMPLIANCE

The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) is urging support by the retail industry and parents regarding the recall of Aqua Dots, a toy found to contain a chemical that converts to a popular date-rape drug.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotic says his agency has seen the potentially life-threatening health affects this chemical poses.

“Gamma-Butyrolactone, which the human body 
naturally converts into the date-rape drug GHB, 
has the ability to completely incapacitate a healthy 
adult.  The affects on a small child could be 
devastating.”

According to Woodward, victims of GHB can be unconscious for anywhere from eight to twelve hours.  He says most victims do not wake up during the assault.  But those that do have said they felt “paralyzed” and unable to fight off the attacker.  
“The most important function of the OBN is to keep a 
watchful eye for any drug related issue which could put 
our citizens and most importantly our children in peril.”
