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DRUG SALE LANDS OKLAHOMA COACH BEHIND BARS
An Oklahoma coach is jailed after selling drugs to undercover agents. Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, says agents were acting on a tip when they began investigating possible drug activity involving Maysville Assistant Coach Bradley Kim Gaddy.

“After receiving information, agents and officers arranged to meet with Gaddy at a parking lot in Sulphur on February 25th.  At that point, they made an undercover purchase of approximately a quarter pound of marijuana from the defendant.”

Today, OBN obtained an arrest warrant for Gaddy and took him into custody at his home in Sulphur without incident.  According to the defendant’s wife, Gaddy teaches physical education at the Maysville Elementary school, and is an assistant football, basketball and baseball coach for the district.  OBN Director Darrell Weaver says he is deeply concerned when it comes to suspects in a position of public trust.  
 “We fight daily for the future of our young people and when we encounter a case such as this, we will make it a priority to investigate it to the fullest. Society is yearning for solid role models and it’s a real tragedy when this trust is violated".

Gaddy, age 30, is facing one count of Distribution of a Controlled Dangerous Substance.  Assisting with this investigation are the Chickasaw Nation Light Horse Police Department and the Murray County Sheriff’s Department.  
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
