MULTI-AGENCY INVESTIGATION LEADS TO LARGE INDOOR

MARIJUANA GROWING OPERATION

A multi-agency investigation has shut down a large indoor marijuana growing operation.  Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics Spokesman Mark Woodward says the marijuana was being cultivated inside two units at an industrial complex near Northwest 10th and Council in Oklahoma City.  

“The landlord at the complex recognized the odor of marijuana plants coming from inside one of the locked units.  The landlord notified OBN and Edmond police prompting our agencies to pool information and resources to investigate the growing operation.”

Woodward says a search warrant was served at the complex on December 15th that resulted in the discovery of 375 marijuana plants ($562,500 street value) and a sophisticated growing operation inside two of the units.  No arrests have been made at this time, but Woodward says a suspect has been identified.  The Cleveland County Sheriff’s Department was also instrumental in the investigation.
