OBN AGENTS AND LEGAL DIVISION CREDITED FOR CRUMBLING DRUG RING

The leader of an eastern Oklahoma drug ring has been sentenced to more than 24 years in prison and hit with a $4 million judgment.  A federal judge handed down the 292-month prison term on March 30th, 2009 against 31-year old Johnny Edward Smith Jr. of Eufaula for conspiracy to possess with an intent to distribute and distribution of controlled substances.   
“Smith was considered a major source, supplying drugs throughout the eastern half of Oklahoma. 
The defendant was a primary target of a 3-year undercover investigation by agents from the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN).”

Smith and 13 other defendants were indicted by a federal grand jury in March 2008 and Smith pleaded guilty in October.  The OBN Legal Division worked side-by-side with the U.S. Attorney’s Office throughout the investigation and prosecution of the defendants.  
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
