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STATE DRUG AGENTS DISMANTLE LARGE SOUTHERN OKLAHOMA METH ORGANIZATION 

The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) has dismantled a large drug network responsible for distributing methamphetamine throughout southern Oklahoma.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the OBN, says agents and officers from several departments fanned out early this morning to serve approximately 17 Arrest Warrants and execute 3 Search Warrants.

“This investigation began approximately 10 months ago.  It was a follow-up to a previous arrest and investigation.   This group of defendants arrested today is responsible for ordering large quantities of Mexican-produced methamphetamine to be shipped into southern Oklahoma on a regular basis.  These shipments would then be distributed to dealers and sold to users in several communities across southern Oklahoma.

All of the defendants arrested today are being transported and booked into the Johnston County jail.  Woodward says the 17 defendants in this case are facing a variety of state charges, including Conspiracy to Distribute a Controlled Dangerous Substance (meth).  Assisting in the 10-month case and today’s Warrants included investigators from OBN, the Chickasaw Light Horse Police Department, Johnston County Sheriff’s Department, Tishomingo Police Department, Durant Police Department, and District 19 and District 22 Drug Task Forces.
