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MULTI-AGENCY INVESTIGATION SHUTS DOWN METHAMPHETAMINE PIPELINE IN LAWTON
A multi-agency investigation has shut down a significant methamphetamine pipeline in Lawton, Oklahoma.  At 6:00 this morning, agents and officers from dozens of departments executed 4 Search Warrants and 18 Arrest Warrants for defendants accused of distributing large quantities of methamphetamine in Lawton.  Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) Spokesman Mark Woodward says the multi-agency investigation began more than a year ago.
“Around October of 2011, several agencies worked together to

 investigate a large meth distribution network in Lawton. 
This group of defendants would import alarming quantities 
of crystal methamphetamine or ‘ICE’ into the Lawton area to 
supply local street dealers and meth addicts.”

The investigation involved OBN, the Lawton Police Department, the Comanche County Sheriff’s Department, and the Drug Task Forces for districts’ 5, 3 and 6.  OBN Director Darrell Weaver says he is very pleased that law enforcement in a joint effort has dismantled a major source of methamphetamine in the Lawton and Comanche County area.  
 “This group is a band of hometown terrorist who are violent and want 

to gain wealth by peddling their drugs and destroying our communities. This group was a major supplier of crystal meth and distributed approximately 4 pounds per month in southwest Oklahoma.  I applaud local law enforcement and the cooperative effort on this long and extensive investigation.  This is a blow to the bad guys and a victory for the good citizens of our state.”

As of noon today, 16 defendants were in custody.  All of the defendants arrested today were transported to the Comanche County Jail.  They face a variety of charges, including Distribution of a Controlled Dangerous Substance (methamphetamine).   More arrests are possible as the investigation continues. 
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
