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AGENTS AND DEPUTIES TEAM UP TO DISMANTLE METH DISTRIBUTION ORGANIZATON IN LINDSAY
The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) and the Garvin County Sheriff’s Department have ended a year-and-a-half long methamphetamine distribution investigation resulting in numerous Search and Arrest warrants.  OBN Spokesman Mark Woodward says agents and officers from several departments fanned out around 6:00 this morning armed with 5 Search Warrants and 23 Arrest Warrants for defendants accused of distributing Mexican-sourced methamphetamine in Lindsay, Oklahoma.
“In May of 2012, OBN and the Garvin County Sheriff’s Department

began investigating a large meth distribution ring in Lindsay. This
group of defendants would import significant quantities of
crystal methamphetamine or ‘ICE’ into the Lindsay area

to supply local dealers and users. Many of these defendants have 

lengthy and violent criminal histories.”

Woodward says this organization would routinely distribute as much as 2 pounds of crystal meth, weekly. OBN Director Darrell Weaver says it is a vital for his agency to remove these criminal drug elements from communities.
“One of the primary missions of OBN is to augment local law enforcement resources in a collaborative effort to infiltrate illicit drug distribution networks and make rural Oklahoma safer.  This is a prime example of what cooperation between law enforcement can accomplish. Today we, along with our law enforcement partners, will make Garvin County safer for our children and our families.  There is too much at stake in these quests and we can never retreat. We must continue our plight against drug violators who want to destroy the good by peddling their evil wares.”

As of noon today, 11 of the 23 defendants were in custody. All of the defendants arrested today were transported to the Garvin County Jail.  They face a variety of charges, including Conspiracy to Distribute methamphetamine.   Additional arrests are possible as the investigation continues.  
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
