OKLAHOMA NARCOTICS BUREAU AWARDS DRUG PROCEEDS TO MADILL PD

Officials from the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs Control (OBNDD) have awarded the Madill Police Department proceeds from a 2007 joint undercover drug investigation.   On Wednesday, January 14, 2009, OBNDD Director R. Darrell Weaver presented a check for $4550.00 to the Madill Police Department for their work with the Christopher D. Brown investigation.  Brown was arrested in June of 2007 for attempting to sell approximately one (1) pound of marijuana in Oakland, Oklahoma in Marshall County.  A search of Brown’s vehicle and Madill home resulted in the seizure of cash, a weapon, marijuana, cocaine, scales and packaging equipment.  Brown was charged with Distribution of a Controlled Dangerous Substance, Possession of a Controlled Dangerous Substance within 2000 feet of a school/park, and charged with Acquiring Drug Proceeds. 
“One of the primary missions of the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics is to support local law enforcement in the surgical removal of drug dealers and traffickers who plague our communities across our state. OBN teamed up with the Madill Police Department in such an operation in the arrest of Chris Brown.  My policy at the Bureau is to take the money from the bad guys and give to the good guys.  Today we are proud to give the Madill police department $4,550. 00 awarded in this investigation.  We are not going to concede any communities or towns to drugs dealers in our state.  The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics will proceed with great resolve in dealing with the illicit drug issues that destroy the very good we all stand for. There is simply no place for drug traffickers and drug conspirators in our great state.”
