OBNDD AGENT LABELED “HERO” BY COLLEAGUES 
Agents of the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs (OBNDD) have made thousands of drug arrests, served countless search warrants, and even solved a few homicides over the years, but it isn’t often that one of these Agent’s is recognized for saving a life.  An OBNDD Agent, whose identity is being withheld because of his undercover capacity, did exactly that this morning on his way to work.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for OBNDD, says the Agent was diverted from his normal route because of heavy traffic, and saw a young man sitting on a bridge railing in Oklahoma City.   
“The Agent pulled over, got out of his car and began walking toward the man, only to be told that if he came any closer, the man would jump.”

Woodward says the Agent continued to talk to this man, all the while gradually moving closer until he was near enough to reach out and grab him.  
“The Agent wrestled with him briefly only inches from moving traffic before getting the situation under control and walking the man back to the Agent’s car and bringing him to the OBNDD Headquarters.  While doing so, the gentleman kept telling the Agent, “I just want the voices to stop.”                                           ---Mark Woodward, OBNDD Spokesman
