LANDMARK AGREEMENT SIGNED BETWEEN OKLAHOMA BUREAU OF NARCOTICS AND CHICKASAW NATION

Today, an historic agreement has been signed between the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs (OBNDD) and the Chickasaw Nation Lighthorse Police.  This Cross-Deputization and Partnership Agreement is the first of its kind involving a state agency directly with a tribal entity in conjunction with a recently-enacted agreement between the Bureau of India Affairs (BIA) and the State of Oklahoma.  OBNDD Director, R. Darrell Weaver calls this agreement a win-win for both state and tribal drug enforcement investigators.

“Today we un-handcuff OBN agents and Chickasaw Lighthorse officers which have been confined and 

burdened by their limited power.  The jurisdictional pendulum has swung from favoring the criminal element 

to favoring hard working law enforcement professionals.  Now we will shine a bright light into shadowy area.”

Chickasaw Nation Lighthorse Police Chief, Jason O’ Neal says the agreement sends a message to those who manufacture, distribute or possess illegal drugs, that they may no longer use jurisdiction limitations to avoid law enforcement.

Weaver says the illicit drug trade is ever changing and OBNDD must be in constant pursuit of new avenues of enforcement and putting agents in a position to succeed. He says we must have great resolve when dealing with this daily cancer of economic based drug traffickers and conspirators.
