NARCOTICS BUREAU PROVIDES ADDITIONAL DONATION TO OKC BOMBING VICTIMS FUND
Following the April 19, 1995, bombing of the Murrah Federal Building in downtown Oklahoma City the Oklahoma law enforcement community came together to assist in the rescue and relief effort.  This partnership continued with a cookbook fundraising effort headed by the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) to assist survivors and family members.  OBN gathered nearly 800 recipes from employees of several state law enforcement agencies.  They were compiled into a cookbook and sold for $10, with proceeds going to victims of the 1995 tragedy.  In 1998, $20,000 was presented to the relief fund.  Today, the final proceeds, an additional $10,159 are being donated to the Oklahoma City Community Foundation which continues to maintain the relief fund.
