OBNDD AGENT FOILS MURDER FOR HIRE PLOT

An agent with the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBNDD) helped foil a murder for hire plot in Ottawa County.  Ricky Dale Payton, 51, of Miami, Oklahoma was charged April 1st in Delaware County District Court with solicitation for murder in the first degree.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the narcotics agency says Payton is accused of trying to hire an undercover OBNDD agent for $2,300 to kill his ex-fiancee.  

“Payton and our agent met in a Grove store parking
 lot on Monday, March 30th.  He told our agent he was having problems with his ex-fiancee.  Through a series of hand signals, written notes and conversations, our agent agreed to carry out the plot for the agreed price.  Payton said he would provide a gun and bullets and acknowledged it would be fine if the gun was thrown into a lake.”
