PUSHMATAHA “DOCTOR SHOPPER” ARRESTED, CHARGED WITH FRAUD
An Antlers woman has been arrested on multiple felony counts of “Doctor Shopping”.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN), says his agency began an investigation into Samantha Smith-Buckley (DOB 2/18/1978) in February for fraudulently obtaining prescription drugs from an Antlers medical facility.
“A physician at the medical facility ran Smith-Buckley’s name through the OBN Prescription Monitoring Program which tracks a patient’s prescription history.  The physician alerted us that Smith-Buckley’s was attempting to fraudulently obtain prescription drugs from doctors at the facility and the PMP reflected a lengthy history of obtaining prescription drugs.”

Woodward says an OBN agent arrested Smith-Buckley Wednesday, April 28th at her Antlers home (915 Annie Paffee Street) and booked her into the Pushmataha County Jail.  Smith-Buckley faces 40 felony counts of Obtaining Controlled Drugs by Fraud and 4 felony counts of Obtaining Controlled Drugs by Forgery.  Woodward says the most common drug sought by Smith-Buckley was the pain medicine “Lortab”.  Smith-Buckley was given a $25,000 bond.  Woodward says this was a joint investigation involving the OBN and the Pushmataha County Sheriff’s Department.
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
