OBN BACKGROUND and TIMELINE INTO SEAN SUTTON INVESTIGATION
· In August of 2009, multiple sources alerted the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) that the defendant (Sean Sutton, DOB 10/4/1968) was illegally obtaining CDS.

· OBN started an investigation into the allegations.  Interviews of physicians and the use of the OBN Prescription Monitoring Program confirmed that the defendant was visiting multiple doctors to unlawfully obtain CDS painkillers.

· When confronted by OBN Agents, the defendant confessed to visiting multiple physicians to obtain prescriptions to support an addiction.
· The defendant agreed to attended drug treatment. After attending treatment, the defendant frequently spoke to OBN Agents throughout the fall and winter in an effort to demonstrate his commitment to sobriety.  

· Over the past several weeks, OBN had lost contact with the defendant.  At the same time, multiple sources alerted OBN that the defendant was routinely ordering and illegally possessing CDS shipments mailed from out-of-state (sources in Washington State and New York).

· On Thursday, February 11, 2010, one of these shipments was intercepted and inspected.  Inside the package was a single bottle containing several different prescription medications written for someone other than the defendant.  When the defendant arrived and took possession of the package he was confronted by OBN Agents.  The defendant confessed to ordering the medication to support his addiction.  The defendant was transported and booked into the Stillwater jail for Attempting to Possess CDS and Use of a Communications Device (telephone/texting) to facilitate a Felony.
