NARCOTICS BUREAU ARRESTS DOZENS ON DRUG CHARGES IN WEATHERFORD, LAWTON
The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) has crippled an organization responsible for distributing large quantities of methamphetamine, cocaine and marijuana in western Oklahoma.  Around 6:00 a.m. this morning, nearly 100 agents and officers from several departments fanned out across Custer and Comanche counties armed with arrest and search warrants.  OBN Spokesman Mark Woodward says 40 arrest warrants were served in Weatherford and 13 in Lawton as part of a lengthy undercover investigation.
“Approximately a year ago, our agency identified an organization shipping methamphetamine, cocaine and marijuana from Mexico into Oklahoma City, then transporting these loads to Weatherford and Lawton for local distribution. We’ve spent the past year building solid cases against those individuals, and today we began the process of rounding them up.”

Agencies assisting with the investigation and today’s round-up include the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, Weatherford Police Department, District 2 Drug Task Force, Thomas Police Department, Custer County Sheriff’s Department, Roger Mills Sheriff’s Department, and the Oklahoma Highway Patrol.  OBN Director Darrell Weaver says this multi-county investigation shows the value of law enforcement working together.
