WOODWARD COUNTY MAN ARRESTED FOR MARIJUANA CULTIVATION

Law Enforcement officers in Woodward County have seized and destroyed nearly a half-a-million dollars worth of cultivated marijuana, and put the suspected grower behind bars.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, says the plants were discovered during a multi-agency investigation of drug distribution at a home near Sharron, Oklahoma in southern Woodward County.

“We received information about possible marijuana sales taking place at a home approximately 1 mile east of Sharron.  During an undercover operation at the property, we observed marijuana and returned with a search warrant.  The search resulted in the discovery of 270 cultivated plants, as well as 4 pounds of bulk-processed marijuana.”

Woodward says 66-year old Eddie Tipton was arrested and transported to the Woodward County jail where he faces charges of marijuana cultivation and distribution.  Woodward says 5 guns were also seized from the property.  The marijuana, which had a street value of $405,000, was taken to a remote location and destroyed.  Participating in the multi-agency investigation was the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, the Woodward County Sheriffs Department, the Dewey County Sheriffs Department and the District 26 Drug Task Force.
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
