Youth are used to help with these compliance checks by trying to buy alcoholic beverages from the alcohol retailers. Alcohol retailers can be gas stations, grocery stores, restaurants and liquor stores. Youth are a vital tool for compliance checks.
Your child is interested or has been asked to be a part of a compliance check. We understand that parents have many questions and concerns to if their child being put into a dangerous situation. To reassure you, your child is very safe in compliance checks. Here are safety facts about a compliance check.
· Your child will be with a police officer at all times.
· Along with a police officer, a member of the health department will always be with the youth. 
· There will also be other youth with your child.
· Your child will try to buy alcoholic beverages, but they will never consume the beverage.
· An officer will enter the store to check the scene for safety before the youth will set foot into the store.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]If the youth makes a sale, they will be protected if a store clerk gets angry. 
· As a parent, you can contact your child at any time during the compliance check. 
· The safety of your child will be put first at all times.
· If the police officer or your child feels uncomfortable at a certain store, they do not have to go in.
