Eric Gates, who moved to Oklahoma in 2005 to serve on the AWACs at Tinker AFB, is a 10 year United States Air Force Veteran. He began his recovery process on May 9, 2012 when he attended a 28-day inpatient rehab for PTSD with Alcohol Dependence.   In March 2013, Eric separated from the Air Force but was unable to find work due to his Mental Health disorder and lack of education.  During that time he volunteered with various community organizations until he found an opportunity at the Oklahoma Crisis Recovery Unit as a Peer Recovery Support Specialist. Realizing that he had an underutilized skillset he joined the Oklahoma City VA in December 2014 and began working in the Veterans Recovery Center (VRC), an outpatient Psychosocial Rehabilitation and Recovery Center. 
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
