Agenda Item 6:
Discussion on Proposed Language for Consideration as it Pertains to the Exemption of Certain Activities of Alarm Business from Statues Governing the Practice of Lock Replacement and Thermostat Replacement
Mr. Buck said over the past several months, the Oklahoma Department of Labor (ODOL) has continued to receive questions in regards to licensure requirements for individuals who install access control systems as it pertains to strikers and other devices. The Agency has reached out to various individuals to increase knowledge of access control systems. Mr. Buck said he has discussed this with individuals in the industry as well as compared Oklahoma with other states. Mr. Buck said he has pulled language together to be taken under consideration. Mr. Buck said he believes, as an industry, body of the Committee and as an Agency, we need to look at addressing this issue of home access control systems. Mr. Buck said if we do not resolve this ourselves, he is concerned this will be resolved for us at the Capitol without our input. Mr. Buck said he wanted to start the discussion to determine what needs to be done when it comes to any kind of exemptions for access control systems, what those exemptions might look like, and the language we need to look at. Mr. Buck said these types of systems are coming online and we need to get ahead of the curve. Mr. Buck said this is only the initial discussion and it can continue over the next several months. Mr. Buck provided a copy of the proposed language. Mr. Buck said this is not the final language but only the catalyst to open discussion and dialog. 

Mr. Grant asked how we went from access control to the language that is proposed exempting alarm companies. Mr. Buck said that is because of home automation and wireless systems. Mr. Buck said it is his understanding with the two types of transformers class two (2) and class three (3), if the people that just plug in these wireless systems need to be licensed or not. Mr. Buck said the Agency receives a lot of calls regarding the wireless systems. 

Mr. Lutz said the language is not clear to him and asked if this language exempts people from having a license. Mr. Buck said that is the concept but this language is just for discussion to determine if these people should be exempted from having a license. Mr. Buck asked if the Committee feels these individuals need to be licensed, what type of license they should have. Mr. Buck said the calls he received are asking if all you do is plug it in, what is the need to have a license.

Mr. Perry asked if this mainly pertains to AT & T, U-verse, Direct TV, and Cox TV putting in alarm systems to cover their people from having a locksmith license. Mr. Buck said it is not specific to those individuals. Mr. Buck asked if it is part of the access control system, why they would need a locksmith license to work on that system.  Mr. Buck said it is not a traditional mechanical type of lock. Mr. Buck said maybe they would need a different type or scale of license. 

Discussion continued over whether an alarm technician servicing a home alarm system would need a license to replace a thermostat on an existing system, the need to be proactive, and changing technology. There was discussion over what qualifies as a lock, strikers, electronic keys, keyless entry, and use of Wi-Fi devices to control items in the home and what training, skills and type license might be required to install them. Mr. Grant maintained that an electronic key is still a key.  Discussion continued over what defines a “key” and how the definition of “key” is being changed by technology. There was discussion over the proposed language and how it was being interpreted by different members of the Committee. 

Mr. Crain said thermostats, alarms and things like that are becoming integrated and there are people out there providing more comprehensive services based on that technology. Mr. Crain asked how the Alarm and Locksmith Committee addresses this because commerce is going to go forward and this is where technology is moving. Mr. Crain said people are tired of key control issues and will utilize this technology as the solutions become more cost effective. 

Mr. Edwards addressed the gallery to tell them public comments are permitted. 

Mr. Grant said this language permits alarm companies to do anything they want. Mr. Grant said it is his opinion that alarm companies want to be exempted from everything. Mr. Buck said based on his research, this is the way other individuals have addressed home automation. Mr. Grant said the language should exempt everyone in the alarm and locksmith industry. Discussion continued on who would be permitted to automate a home including wireless locks and alarm systems. Mr. Crain said because technology is integrating everything, a consolidated license may need to be considered. 

Mr. Edwards said we should hear public comments. Lowell Roberts of the Oklahoma Master Locksmith Association spoke from the podium and said he tried to tell the Committee this was coming last year when House Bill 1067 regarding home automation was proposed.. Mr. Roberts said the biggest killer of the Bill was the alarm folks. This prompted more discussion on the limitations placed by law on the alarm industry. Mr. Crain said the law does not address the technological advances. Mr. Crain said when the laws were written, there were no home Wi-Fi locks or control. Mr. Roberts said regarding the thermostats, there is no rule in the air conditioning and heating business that says you cannot replace a thermostat. Mr. Roberts said the reason they don’t put thermostats in is because when you put the wrong thermostat in or if you don’t program it right, the warranty is violated and the consumer is stuck with the costs of repair.  

Danna Fowble of the Oklahoma Burglar and Fire Alarm Association (OKBFAA) spoke from the podium and said the Oklahoma Burglar and Fire Alarm Association, at the request of this committee, two years ago presented a white paper in reference to home automation. Ms. Fowble said they provided a three (3) or four (4) page document to this committee to review for home automation because two years ago it was an issue at the session. Ms. Fowble said it will be an issue again and they would like to see something done from this committee from a home automation standpoint. Ms. Fowble said she believes Mr. Buck is trying to continue the momentum they built. Ms. Fowble said she strongly encourages those outside the organization of the Oklahoma Burglar and Fire Alarm Association to do the exact same thing and present the Committee your views and opinions in reference to what home automation should look like so this issue can be dealt with as it looks today. 

Ron Thomas of U.S. Technologies spoke from the podium. Mr. Thomas said he wanted to differentiate between a lock and access control. Mr. Thomas said when you do access control, you remove the manual lock and the strike takes over and is controlled by a panel. Mr. Thomas said there is a door contact, a motion detector and the strike. Mr. Thomas said there is a difference between a key lock, or even a cyphered lock – for which you just punch in a code – which is mainly a manual lock but you don’t use a key – and access control. Mr. Thomas said with access control you have a lot more involved. Mr. Thomas said the manual lock is actually replaced by the strike. Mr. Thomas said he is not licensed to take out the lock so he will contact a locksmith company to remove the lock before he installs the access control equipment. This prompted discussion over what holds the door closed and what engages the electronic strike to keep the door from opening. Discussion continued over whether an electric strike and a spring latch are a lock. 

A man who did not identify himself spoke from the podium. He said when he was grandfathered in, he put in mag locks and strikes and was told that would be considered access control, not a lock so he didn’t need a locksmith license. This man said it was a gray area at that time and no one had come up with a definition. He said when the industry was with the Health Department, he asked when the technology was coming out for electronic locks, he was told then by the Board, and because it was electronic it was considered access control. He said at that time he had to have an access control license, he had to have the alarm license and the camera license. He said if an access control license will no longer permit him to install a mag lock, there should be another licensing category for that. He said stores like Staples, Lowes and Best Buy sell the software so individuals that are not licensed can self-install their own home automation systems. He said the area has become gray and should be better defined. 

Dacus Brown of MasTech spoke from the podium. Mr. Brown said MasTech is in charge of all of AT & T’s digital life security systems. Mr. Brown said he wanted the Committee to know where home automation is going. Mr. Brown said they do not touch the door knob itself, they only change the deadbolt with a wireless configuration. Mr. Brown said they have gone to a system where you can control your entire house and security system from your I-phone, tablet or whatever you want, to a point that home automation can turn the lights on and off, control cameras, and thermostats. Mr. Brown said in other states, the technicians take another course called ESA. Mr. Brown said the ESA has two levels, Leve1 1 and Level 2 that allow technicians to perform different kinds of work. Mr. Brown said his colleagues in other states only have to have that one license but in Oklahoma, he has to have a list of licenses. Mr. Brown said the technology keeps changing. Mr. Brown said he is currently studying for a system that is wired, but he does not do wired systems because wired is only for supplying power. Mr. Brown said even if the Committee looks into additional licenses, it should look into updating the criteria from wired only to include wireless. Mr. Edwards asked Mr. Brown how many licenses he holds in Oklahoma. Mr. Brown said he has to have five (5) licenses even though everything he is working on is called a lock, but if something goes bad in a tumbler, the customer will still have to call a locksmith because AT & T doesn’t do that. 

Jack Sink of Security Solutions spoke from the podium. He said he wanted to follow-up on Danna Fowble’s review of the documentation of emerging technology because we have seen this coming for two (2) years. Mr. Sink said that technology has advanced to the point that he can control anything from his phone. Mr. Sink said his company is licensed in all categories. Mr. Sink said we talk about what is a lock and what is a key, and that has dramatically changed. Mr. Sink said Security Solutions does locks that operate on a phone, that operate on an app, that operate through an alarm panel, or that operate through a DIY (Do It Yourself) home automation system. Mr. Sink said those don’t use a striker system. Mr. Sink said they have doors that are held closed by a solenoid driven pin that are held closed by an enormous air vacuum system or that are held closed by an electro magnet, or a conventional handset, or even a slide bolt or drop in burglar bar. Mr. Sink said all those have the same function – to prevent an opening from being breached.  Mr. Sink said to say it’s all a lock so it needs a locksmith license, or to say it’s all an alarm so it needs an alarm license, will fly in the face of all that’s going to happen in the next year to year and a half, with or without the Committee. Mr. Sink said the Department of Labor is saying, “Let’s embrace the changes, let’s embrace where we are going and do it as a unified, thoughtful, cohesive group because the train of progress is going to leave and we are going to be on it and have some influence over where it goes and how fast it gets there; or we are going to be an obstructionist and be run over by it. Mr. Sink said he is encouraging the Committee to put aside the animosities, put aside the practiced division and areas of expertise divisions and recognize that you have a chance to come together, look to the future and take concrete steps, or be run over by the industries which are going to go with our without you. 

Rick Flannigan of AT & T Digital Life addressed the Committee from the floor. Mr. Flannigan said no matter what Webster’s says or what our personal opinion is regarding what a lock is, the Rules that define our industry says that an access control system receives its power externally. So if a locking mechanism receives its power externally, it is not a lock under locksmith licensing, it’s an access control device. 

Leslie Nesmith of Chief Data Com spoke from the floor. . Ms. Nesmith said her company deals with phone systems, CCTV and access control. She said one of the things they suggested a year ago when we had this same conversation with this same group was an integrator license. Ms. Nesmith said with the Aphone systems and the phone systems, they cross over into all of it. Ms. Nesmith said having an integrator license would allow just those components that cross over to be addressed by the integrator and nothing else. Ms. Nesmith said she wouldn’t be able to install a lock, but as it pertains to the system that is controlled by access control, she could address that. Ms. Nesmith said it is another license, it is more revenue, but it is also accountability and a way to address it without ignoring the issue. 

Mr. Bloye asked Mr. Buck which is simpler, establishing a license or making an exemption. Mr. Buck said most likely an exemption because creating a license would require a fee schedule and so forth. Mr. Buck said we would have to look into it, but it would depend on what the Committee believes is the best option moving forward. Mr. Buck said that if you took it to the Legislature as a Committee, there would be a success either way. Mr. Edwards said this is a lot of information to talk about and he would like to see it on the agenda next month. Mr. Buck said anyone with recommendations or suggestions may submit them by email to himself, Myron Jacobs or Ian Pleasant. Steve Lutz said regarding the thermostat and intercom systems, we do not have specific statutory authority to add new categories that are not covered under the Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler Industry Act. . Mr. Lutz said regarding a thermostat to cover a heat and air thermostat we have no authority over that. Mr. Lutz said if you install a thermostat that is connected to a burglar alarm panel, we have authority over that as a burglar alarm device.  Mr. Lutz said we can enforce things within our own Act but cannot specifically exempt someone from being able to install a thermostat. Mr. Lutz said we can exempt someone from having a burglar alarm license to install a thermostat. 

Discussion continued over whether the Committee can create an integrator category, whether the Rules can be relaxed between categories, or whether the Oklahoma Department of Labor has the authority to exempt anyone from a license. Mr. Crain said the Rules as written, do not fit the technological advances and we as a Committee, have to figure out how to address those advances.   

Agenda Item 7:
Update as it pertains to the Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler Program Exams
Mr. Jacobs said new exams are going to be in place January 11 for salespersons and technicians in each of the categories. Mr. Jacobs stated the Agency will conduct an audit a few months after that. Mr. Jacobs said letters would be mailed to those salespersons that were issued conditional licenses on their test requirements. Mr. Jacobs said these letters will state that they do have to test and once they pass, their licenses will come back before the Committee for approval. Mr. Bloye asked if these new tests are more applicable to the sales related issues rather than technician. Mr. Jacobs replied yes. Mr. Bloye said this is basically removing the removal of the salesperson only license. This re-implements the sales portion of the testing so that if a person only wants to sell, they don’t have to be a technician.

Agenda Item 8:
Oklahoma Department of Labor to discuss Doing Business As (DBAs)
Mr. Jacobs referred to a memo provided by the ODOL General Counsel. . Mr. Jacobs said this memo states the ODOL’s stance on DBAs. Mr. Jacobs said on the last page there is a conclusion stating a company can operate as a DBA. Mr. Jacobs said the company does have to advise the ODOL of each of the DBAs being used and register them with the Oklahoma Secretary of State. Mr. Jacobs read the last two sentences, “The Alarm, Locksmith and Fire Sprinkler Act does not mention DBAs and does not prohibit their use. A locksmith company may use multiple DBA trade names.” Mr. Grant asked if this was brought up due to companies using multiple names. Mr. Jacobs said yes, using multiple names and multiple websites. Mr. Jacobs said an individual had come before the Committee and the Committee stated that the company would have to notate the license number on those websites and state that they are affiliated with the parent company.

Mr. Edwards asked if there were any questions for public discussion and said from this point forward, a person will have to step to the podium and state their name. Keith Hoecker of All American Locksmith spoke from the podium. Mr. Hoecker said these businesses operate under so many different names that the customer doesn’t even know which company is doing the work. Mr. Lutz asked if there is a way to require companies to register all the DBAs they are using with the Agency. Mr. Buck said that is already a requirement, they have to register each branch or location with the Agency. Mr. Lutz said he would like to bring this back as an agenda item for further discussion next month. 


Agenda Item 9
Oklahoma Department of Labor Approved Examination Entities Update 
Mr. Jacobs said the Agency is still accepting applications for examination entities. Mr. Jacobs said three applications have been received, one (1) has been approved and two (2) are pending a decision. Mr. Jacobs said when an application is approved, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) must be signed. Mr. Jacobs said Electronic Security Association has been approved. Mr. Jacobs said in regards to multiple pathways, a memo was sent out addressing the changes that will take place. 

Mr. Bloye asked if examination entities are permitted to administer the exams in addition to the CareerTechs. Mr. Jacobs said this will change the licensure process in regards to how an individual will submit an application. Mr. Jacobs said an individual will first go to the Examination Entity for the exam. Mr. Jacobs said upon passing the exam, the individual will come to the Agency to submit their application for licensure, finger print cards and the Certificate of Completion received from the Examination Entity. Mr. Jacobs said upon completion of a background check, the individual will receive their license. Mr. Crain asked if one of the benefits of using a new testing station rather than Careertech is that the Entities use training ports, but CareerTechs do not. Mr. Jacobs said yes. 

Mr. Lowell Roberts spoke from the podium. Mr. Roberts said he does not understand why CareerTech is the only place you can take the Manager’s exam. Mr. Roberts said the agency teaching a class should be able to administer the manager exam and save the consumer money. Mr. Roberts said there is nothing in the Statute or Rules requiring someone to have time and grade or be licensed as a technician before becoming a manager.  Mr. Edwards responded saying time and grade is very common in other professions. 

Mr. Dacus Brown spoke from the podium. Mr. Brown said ESA (Electronic Security Association) came to MasTech and conducted an ESA Certification Course. Mr. Brown said the employees at MasTech have to test at three different locations across the country and have to pass the ESA whether a state requires it or not. Mr. Brown said as he understands it, Oklahoma is one of the last few that don’t require ESA certification. Mr. Brown said after a person takes the ESA classes, if he comes to work in Oklahoma, he is required to take more tests. Mr. Brown said in other states, they only need to present their ESA certification. 

Mrs. Fields said that is the way it used to be in Oklahoma and with the new pathways, it will be that way again. Mr. Brown said the ESA test is not easy. Mr. Brown said ESA certification requires a three week course. Mr. Brown said after taking that exam, then having to come to Oklahoma and take four or five more exams is too much. Mr. Brown said regardless of the categories, many of the test questions are the same.  

Mr. Doug Sanders of American Fire Protection Group spoke from the podium. Mr. Sanders said regarding the Manager’s exam, he has taken a lot of different trainings and when taking a final exam immediately after a course, he finds the course exam is not as strict. Mr. Sanders encouraged leaving the Manager’s exam with an entity that does not conduct the training course. Mr. Sanders said training entities are more lenient with exams because they want the students to pass. 

Danna Fowble said when the tests were separated at the Department of Labor, OKBFAA implemented a two and a half hour manager training course and have since incorporated that in all their training. 

Agenda Item: 10
Discussion and Demonstration for Services Provided to Car Dealerships
Mr. Jacobs said the purpose of this item is to receive feedback on whether businesses like this need to be licensed. Mr. Jacobs said Car Keys Express duplicates keys and key fobs. Mr. Perry said they are trying to convince the Labor Department that they do not originate keys or actively get involved in locksmithing. Mr. Perry explained the process of making a key for a car. Mr. Perry said most dealerships are not duplicating keys but must originate a key from zero. Mr. Perry said you have to cut the key before it will turn. The dealership cannot be exempt because if they cut the key, they are a locksmith. Mr. Perry said if there is no key to duplicate, cutting a key is not duplicating, it is originating. Mr. Buck said duplicating a key is exempted. Discussion continued over defining what is duplicating a key and what is originating a key and who should be licensed or exempted. 

Mr. Roberts spoke from the podium. Mr. Roberts said when he and two other persons wrote the law for locksmith, access control, CCTV and nurse call, they could not figure out how to enforce people duplicating keys, consequently, it was not put in the law. Mr. Roberts said what they could enforce was people using locksmith tools to finish making a key. Mr. Roberts said in the law there is a section on locksmith tools and what you have to hold to have them. Mr. Roberts said dealerships should not be able to work in the State of Oklahoma unless they are licensed like all the other locksmiths in the State. 

Mr. Ron Bada with Oklahoma Master Locksmith Association spoke from the podium. Mr. Bada said regarding the car dealerships he works with, the only time they call him is when they cannot get a key to a car. Mr. Bada said one dealership has their own duplicator and programmer, but they called him because they couldn’t get the cuts right. He said he has never had a dealership call him because they wanted a key duplicated. Mr. Bada said he originates the key if a dealership calls him. 

Mr. Chris Roselle of Lockworks said his primary work for the last fifteen (15) years has been with locksmiths. Mr. Roselle said with today’s technology, duplication is not duplication. Mr. Roselle said it would be much like adding credentials to an access system. Mr. Roselle said it is no longer adding cuts to a key but rather adding new encryption to the vehicle for every key you add. Mr. Lutz explained every key has its own serial number, and that number has to be programed into the system. Mr. Buck asked if you cannot duplicate a key without updating the vehicle system. Mr. Lutz said that is correct. If you don’t update the system, you can turn the key in the ignition, but it won’t start the car. Discussion continued about updating the vehicle by adding a new key code to the car, electronic repining, and use of a locksmith tool. 

Mr. Keith Hoecker of All American Locksmith said although technology has changed, whether you are rekeying a lock with pins or rekeying a lock with electronics, you are still rekeying a lock. Mr. Hoecker said dealerships should be required to be licensed as a locksmith. 

General Counsel Don Schooler said Car Keys Express has received notice and had intended to attend today’s meeting. Mr. Schooler said they were unable to attend this month and are under the impression they will be given the opportunity to address the Committee next month to make a demonstration at that time. Mr. Lutz asked if Car Keys Express will be permitted to operate without a locksmith license until they do come before the Committee.  Mr. Schooler said at this time there has not been any enforcement action taken against them for having a license or for not having a license. Mr. Schooler said the Agency is looking to this Committee for input on whether the services Car Keys Express is providing falls under locksmithing services. 

Mr. Crain asked the General Counsel if there is a portion of a motion that is not enforceable, does that nullify the entire motion. Assistant General Counsel Daniel Mares said that the Committee is making a recommendation to the Commissioner. Mr. Mares said if any recommendations are outside the scope of the Act, the Commissioner can make a decision on the Committee’s recommendation. 

Mr. Grant made a motion to approve Car Keys Express or any such entity be licensed to originate, duplicate or program automotive or any other type keys. James Perry seconded the motion.

Mr. Keith Hoecker spoke from the podium. Mr. Hoecker said he is confused bywhat he has witnessed.. Mr. Hoecker said they use locksmithing tools, therefore, they have to be licensed. Mr. Hoecker said what is blowing him away is that the Department of Labor is trying to help these individuals who the Committee is supposed to regulate and protect. Mr. Hoecker said if they use a key code or whatever, they should have to be licensed. Mr. Hoecker said that is disturbing.
