The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Jeff Twiehaus, Chairman.

Agenda Item 12: Review and action to approve Crosswalk for Alternative Fuels Compression Technician Level II Operator, to be submitted by Oklahoma City Community College (OCCC)

Craiton Cooper said he is a representative for OCCC. Mr. Cooper presented the Crosswalk and curriculum for Level I and Level II Skill assessments, a copy of the test bank for the exam, and the Crosswalk for the Compression Technician Level II. Mr. Cooper said OCCC is going to offer the skills assessment for Level II, however, at this point will not be providing training that meets the requirements, which is a two year degree program. Mr. Cooper said OCCC will be offering an on-line training course that will be more of a refresher option for applicants. Mr. Cooper said this option is not required in the State Statutes. Mr. Cooper said the goal of OCCC is to run the first group through the skill assessments and State exam for Level II February 11. Mr. Cooper said the on-line course will probably not be available until the end of February.

Mr. Cooper said regarding the skills assessments, OCCC is not completely equipped to do those. Mr. Cooper said they have gone to a scenario based assessment, in which they give scenarios of situations. Mr. Cooper said the applicant has to read the scenario and determine the best course of action. Mr. Cooper said as OCCC acquires more equipment they will be able to move to a hands-on assessment. Mr. Cooper said there are eight (8) assessment areas. Mr. Cooper said OCCC has combined these into five (5) stations where the applicants rotate through. Mr. Cooper said applicants are permitted thirty (30) minutes to complete each station. Mr. Cooper said the State exam will be offered after the assessment with a two (2) hour time limit.

Mr. Cooper said OCCC will be using a flow diagram to be used as component identification, reading a schematic and basic diagnostics. Mr. Cooper said the skills assessment is a pass or fail assessment. Mr. Cooper said all skills assessments must be passed before the applicant is permitted to move on to the exam.

Discussion continued over how the standards were determined and assuring a technician has the skills and knowledge to work on various designs in equipment.

Jeff Twiehaus made a motion to approve the Crosswalk for OCCC Level II Compressor Technician Operator. The motion was seconded by Mark Harris.

Agenda Item 13: Review and Action to Approve Crosswalk for Alternative Fuels Compression Technician Level I to be submitted by Francis Tuttle Technology Center

Mr. Rex Warr presented the Level I Crosswalk for Francis Tuttle. Mr. Warr explained how the Crosswalk is set up. Mr. Warr said Francis Tuttle will be offering the Level I training and scenario based testing for Level II and a Level II refresher course. Mr. Warr said the test will be set up and delivered through Business and Industry. Mr. Warr said they don’t have a skills assessment at this time. Mr. Warr said they hope to collaborate with OCCC on the assessment so they will be reviewing the same topics. Mr. Warr said Level II will be scenario based, just like OCCC.  Mr. Cooper asked if this is Power-Point and lecture driven. Mr. Warr said it is, and if there is a demand for it, it will be offered on-line. Discussion continued over training required and standardizing the assessments with OCCC. Mr. Twiehaus said the Committee can approve the curriculum that has been submitted and approve the skills assessment at a later date for Francis Tuttle.

Jeff Twiehaus made a motion to approve the Crosswalk for Francis Tuttle Compressor Technician Level I Mechanic and curriculum that has been submitted. The motion was seconded by Charles Lawson.

Agenda Item 14: OAC 380:80-7-6 and 380:80-7-
Mr. James Buck said it is up to the Committee if they would like to continue to have this item on the agenda for further review to develop something to go before the next Legislative session. Referring to the handout of OAC 380:80-7-6, Mr. Craiton Cooper said he underlined and highlighted sections for proposed changes. Mr. Cooper said previously on the vehicle side, in 380:80-7-6 technicians were required to take training, do skill assessments and take the written exam. Mr. Cooper said this was according to the decision made by this Committee in 2012.  Mr. Cooper said when the new rules came out last July none of those were in place. Mr. Cooper said his proposed language is only putting those requirements back in place.  Mr. Cooper said a minimal requirement of at least one year of automotive experience was removed and his proposed language adds that requirement back in. 

Discussion continued over Level I Liquid Propane Gas (LPG) being under another agency, a technician license for an electric vehicle charge station, insurance requirements, when test results expire and documenting Compression Technician Level II experience requirements.

Mr. Cooper said currently the Rules only provide for an equipment trainee technician. Mr. Cooper said there should be a compression trainee option. Mr. Cooper said there should be a path for a trainee to become a technician. Discussion continued over how much experience a trainee should have before becoming a technician and how to verify a trainee has actually been doing technician work.  Mr. Twiehaus said this item should be on the agenda next month to continue discussion.

Agenda Item 15: Fill Station and Compression Technician Licenses
Mr. Jeff Twiehaus said this is to continue discussion to determine whether certified Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) technicians should be required to obtain an Oklahoma license or if their OEM certification fulfills Oklahoma licensing requirements. Mr. Craiton Cooper said this is about an OEM technician that comes to Oklahoma only to perform warranty work. Mr. Mark Bumgarner said he feels strongly that these technicians coming to Oklahoma to work should be required to obtain the same licenses as other technicians working in Oklahoma, or at least have a licensed Level II technician on site. Mr. Mark Harris said there should be some check and balance to determine that an OEM representative is qualified to do the work. 

Discussion continued over determining eligibility of an OEM representative, the possibility of a manufacturer exemption, oversite by a Level II technician, emergency work situations, time and cost requirements to license an OEM technician that is only working in the state once or twice, and licensing requirements in Texas. Mr. James Buck said the Committee should start working on language now to be prepared for the next Legislative Session. The Committee determined this should be on the agenda next month to continue discussion.


Agenda Item 16: Committee to Assign Task Force to Identify Potential Solutions Pertaining to Issues Regarding Venting and Defueling During ODOL’s Task of Dispenser Accuracy
Mr. Mark Harris said this is to determine how to vent the gas that has been captured during the inspection process. Mr. Harris said there needs to be a way to deplete the container after each and every test and start fresh at zero. Mr. Harris said we need to be sensitive to the customers and the users as well as the Department of Labor. Mr. Harris said a task force needs to look at different methods to pull that test container down to zero and still be able to use that gas for another purpose so none of it is wasted. Discussion continued regarding technology currently available, capturing the fuel, a container capable of holding the gas under pressure, how many tanks are needed, and de-venting systems. Mr. Jeff Twiehaus said the Committee should seek input from the industry for suggestions for solutions. 

Mr. Mark Harris made a motion to form a Task Force to research technology and identify solutions for vented gas that exists form calibration testing of dispensing equipment. The motion was seconded by Mr. Mark Bumgarner.

Agenda Item 17: Legislative Update
Mr. James Buck said he wanted to keep the Committee abreast of one of the House Bills the ODOL is working on with Representative Osbourne to make some amendments to the Statue.  Mr. Buck said the ODOL has also submitted Rules Amendments to this Statute to Governor Fallin’s office for review and approval.  Mr. Buck said the ODOL is going to move forward and ask that we create an Alternative Fuels Compression Trainee certificate. Mr. Buck said a Compression Trainee will have a designated number of days to register once they have been hired and will be required to work under the supervision of a licensed Compression Technician Level II. 

Mr. Buck said previously there has been discussion over the inspection fee for inspections for dispensing accuracy of dispenser nozzles. Mr. Buck said the language Representative Osborne had submitted states certification per location is two hundred-fifty dollars ($250.00) for each dispenser nozzle at the location or one thousand dollars ($1000.00), whichever amount is less. Mr. Buck said the language reads that there is a cap at one thousand dollars ($1000.00) per location. Mr. Buck said Trainees will now be charged twenty-five dollars ($25.00) for a license to cover the cost to issue the card. 

Mr. Scott Minton of OnCue, said a dispenser may have a heavy duty nozzle and a light duty nozzle on the same side, but is metered by one (1) meter. Mr. Minton said the light duty nozzle and heavy duty nozzle on the same side cannot be used at the same time. Mr. Minton said technically, that dispenser has four (4) nozzles but only two (2) meters. Mr. Minton asked Mr. Buck would the fee be for two nozzles or four nozzles.  Mr. Buck said he will look into that. 

Agenda Item 18: Alternative Fuels Program Update
Mrs. Angelia Cobble said the ODOL is still in the process of getting everything in place for the high pressure nozzle inspections. Mrs. Cobble said the ODOL contacted Clean Cities regarding partnering with them in the first responder training and bringing that to Oklahoma City. Mrs. Cobble said the Committee has a special meeting scheduled immediately after this meeting for the purpose of continuing revisions of the electric vehicle technician standards.
