Agenda Item 1:  Cal to Order
Committee Chairperson Jeff Twiehaus was unable to attend the meeting. Craiton Cooper served as Chairperson for this meeting. The meeting was called to order at 9:04 a.m. by Craiton Cooper.

Agenda Item 5: Review and Action Approve/Amend February 2, 2016 Special Meeting Minutes 
Craiton Cooper made a motion to approve the February 2, 2016 special meeting minutes. The motion was seconded by Charles Lawson.

Agenda Item 6: Review/approve licenses issued in February 2016
Charles Lawson made a motion to approve the Alternative Fuels licenses issued in February 2016.  The motion was seconded by Craiton Cooper.

Agenda Item 7: OAC 380:80-7-6 and 380:80-7-7
Craiton Cooper said this is to continue the discussion from last month regarding changes to OAC 380:80-7-6 and 380:80-7-7. Mr. Cooper said regarding the Compression section, we are considering adding a trainee. Mr. Cooper asked if we want to add a pathway for a trainee to become a technician. Discussion covered requirements for a technician and if after three years a trainee can qualify without education requirements, if a trainee should be compelled to become a technician after a number of years as a trainee and whether there should be categories specific to Level I and Level II technician. Mark Harris said he was concerned that a person with a trainee license never having worked in the field or shop would be eligible for a technician license after three years. Discussion continued over whether to make changes to a trainee license and potential changes in verbiage. 

Bob Steed of J.W. Power Company spoke from the gallery asking what the time frame is for an experienced new hire to be left unsupervised. Mr. Steed said an employer cannot wait one (1) to three (3) years for an employee to work without supervision. This prompted discussion regarding the difference between a person with documentable experience and an unexperienced person new to the field. 

Scott Minton of OnCue spoke from the gallery saying a person that cannot pass a Compression Technician Level I exam should not be in the field unsupervised. Mr. Cooper said if a person has the required experience, he can take the Level II exam and not have to take a Level I exam. Discussion continued over who is documenting a technician’s experience and how quickly a technician can learn Level II technician work. Mr. Cooper pointed out there are three options for qualifying for a Compression Technician Level II license. Mark Harris said this industry requires a high level of safety. The Committee determined this discussion should continue at the next Committee meeting. 



Mr. Harris made a motion for the Committee to address verbiage on trainee qualifications for hours of hands on service under level one (1) or level two (2) technician.

Agenda Item 8: Fill Station and Compression Technician Licenses 
Craiton Cooper said this is continuing discussion for Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) technicians. Mr. Cooper said this handout is from an email regarding whether a situation regarding whether an out-of-state OEM who has to come into Oklahoma to fix one particular item is required to have a license. Mr. Cooper said in previous discussion the Committee had determined that as the statute is currently written, the OEM technicians are required to be licensed. Mr. Cooper said the question is if an out-of-state OEM comes to Oklahoma to make a repair under a warranty, does that individual have to be licensed in Oklahoma.  Mark Harris said discussion last month left off with an unlicensed OEM technician working in Oklahoma would be required to have an Oklahoma licensed technician on site with him and would only be permitted to perform the duties in which their company represents. 

Scott Minton of OnCue spoke from the gallery. Mr. Minton said that if an out-of-state OEM technician comes into Oklahoma to perform one or two duties a year for a short term period, that OEM technician should not have to have a Oklahoma Alternative Fuels license to come into the State if he is with a licensed Level II technician. Mark Bumgarner said if an Oklahoma technician went to another state, the other state would require that technician to get that state’s license. Mr. Bumgarner said he understands there might be urgency during an emergency situation. Mr. Bumgarner asked how we would monitor how often an out-of-state OEM technician is here and who is going to police that. Mr. Bumgarner said we have service people licensed here in the state that can do service work on any equipment. Discussion continued between the Committee and the gallery regarding emergency situations, who may or may not be able qualified to perform work on specific work that Oklahoma technicians are not qualified to do, such as software programming. The Committee and gallery agreed that some companies lock their equipment so that only their people can work on it. Mr. Minton said in his opinion a Level II technician should always be on site with an unlicensed OEM. Mr. Cooper said we will table this for further discussion next month. Mr. Cooper asked Angelia Cobble, Oklahoma Department of Labor (ODOL) Alternative Fuels Program Manager,  if the ODOL could create a document for tracking who is coming into the state under emergency situations, what the incident was and who was on site. Mrs. Cobble said the ODOL can do that. 

Mr. Harris proposed a process would be developed which will require documentation to assure an Oklahoma State licensed technician would accompany an out-of-state vender that is not licensed in the State of Oklahoma for emergency situations. 

Mr. Cooper made a motion to develop a process which will require documentation to assure an Oklahoma State licensed technician would accompany an out-of-state vender that is not licensed in the State of Oklahoma for emergency situations. Emergency and frequency are to be addressed. 




Mr. Harris seconded the motion was seconded by Mark Harris.

Daniel Mares ODOL Assistant General Counsel asked to make an announcement. Mr. Mares said the ODOL is currently in the public comment period for adopting the current rules. Mr. Mares said the public comment period for this Legislative session ends March 18 at 5:00p.m. Mr. Mares said the ODOL is having a hearing March 18 in this room at 10:00a.m., if anyone would like to make comments at that point.  Mr. Mares said comments can be made any time before then by sending them to him.  Mr. Mares said if you go to the ODOL webpage there is a comment making notice there that states where to send your comments. Mr. Mares said if there are any changes the industry would like to see made to the rules this Legislative session they will need to move quickly.  Mr. Mares said anyone in the public may submit a comment. 

Mr. Cooper asked the Committee if they should attempt to draw up verbiage for changes to submit during this Legislative session before March 18, or wait and submit them for the next session. Charles Lawson said to do it well the Committee should wait for the next session. 

Agenda Item 9: Demonstration of new Alternative Fuels Business Cards
Kelsey Schwartz, Oklahoma Department of Labor (ODOL) Administrative Programs Officer passed out business cards that she developed as an outreach document. Mrs. Schwartz said each of these business cards are different. Mrs. Schwartz said the front of the business card explains the barcode on the back of the card. Scanning the barcode will take a person directly to a flier related to that barcode on the ODOL website. Mrs. Schwartz said these are only samples because the ODOL wanted to have the Committee’s opinion on them before printing more. 

James Buck, ODOL Director Safety Standards and Licensing said the ODOL got the concept from Clean Cities when they had their business cards printed. Mr. Buck said these cards are easy to hand out and they take a person directly to the ODOL webpage where updated pamphlets are available. Mr. Buck said ODOL staff can carry these in the field and Committee members can carry these in the field. Mr. Buck asked if these cards are something that would be valuable to the industry and to the public and if there is something else the Committee would like to see addressed on these cards. Mr. Buck invited feedback from the Committee and industry regarding their opinion on the business cards. 

Charles Lawson asked Eric Pollard of Central Oklahoma Clean Cities, who was seated in the gallery, how these worked for Clean Cities. Mr. Pollard said the Clean Cities cards were developed at the national level and are much easier to hand out than pamphlets. Mr. Pollard said you can update your website when you update the pamphlets instead of a new printing. Mr. Lawson and Mr. Cooper each said they like the cards.   



Agenda Item 10: Discussion as it pertains to Verbiage Regarding Electric Charge Stations 
Craiton Cooper said this is to continue discussion on this subject from last month. Based on the information provided on installation of an electric charge station, the Committee discussed the need for a licensed journeyman electrician to install an electrical charge station. Mr. Cooper asked based on that, is it necessary for to break out a Level I and Level II compression technician for a charge station. The Committee discussed inserting language in the statute that would permit a licensed journeyman electrician to do a charge station installation and the requirement that the journeyman electrician installing a charge station would need to be employed by a licensed electrical contractor. Mark Bumgarner said Oklahoma City has a grant to install an electric charge station but the funding may be lost without a waiver allowing a licensed electrician complete the installation. 

From the gallery, Eric Pollard of Central Oklahoma Clean Cities said currently out-of-state companies are doing these charge station installations. Mr. Pollard said a local electrician may be hired to do the work and the company will verify everything is installed correctly. Discussion continued regarding out-of-state electricians must be licensed in Oklahoma, Oklahoma does not have reciprocity with other states regarding licenses, language that indicates at what point in installation an electrician license is required, and the fact that neither training nor a test is available for a charge station license. The Committee said Jeff Twiehaus would be asked to bring verbiage to the next meeting for discussion. 

Agenda Item 11: Discussion as it pertains to vendors who are interested in the design of a small compression module to capture gas
Mark Harris said there is a need to capture the gas that is vented into the air during a calibration. Mr. Harris said the Committee could write a spec on what they are trying to accomplish. Mr. Harris said we need to standardize a method of calibration. Mr. Harris said the industry can bring some ideas and if three (3) or four (4) gallons of gas can be used it would open more options. Mr. Harris said he would like the Committee to write a spec and send it out to the industry for input and see what the industry comes back with. 

Agenda Item 12: Legislative Update.
Angelia Cobble said the Osborne Bill number 2622 and the Jolly Bill 1281 have both passed out of the Legislative Committee and forwarded to their respective Floors for special consideration. Daniel Mares said he had received a message stating 2622 has passed. 

Agenda Item 13: Alternative Fuels Program Update
Angelia Cobble said the Alternative Fuels truck has been returned to the Oklahoma Department of Labor (ODOL) and has been upgraded for high flow pressure tests. Mrs. Cobble said the ODOL hopes the second (2nd) truck will be delivered by the end of March. Mrs. Cobble said the ODOL has time before the second (2nd) truck is delivered to test for high flow pressure and determine if any adjustments will need to be made with the new truck. 

Mrs. Cobble said there are four (4) volunteers for the Alternative Fuels Task Force – Richy Marson of Preferred Services, Richard Bailey with OneGas, Eric Pollard with Clean Cities and Committee member Mark Bumgarner with Pressure Solutions. Mrs. Cobble said Robert Lassiter and John Melson will be assisting the Task Force. Mrs. Cobble said the Task Force has two objectives; the first (1st) is a short term objective to develop a safe procedure for venting excess (Compressed Natural Gas) CNG and the second (2nd) is a long term objective to put something in place for defueling instead of venting. Mrs. Cobble said the Task Force will have their first meeting March 10, 2016. 


Agenda Item 14: Public Comments
Scott Minton of OnCue said the Bill from Representative Osborne that just passed includes a fee of $250.00 per meter with a maximum of $1000.00. Mr. Minton said he has been told that there may not be a separate meter for each side of the dispenser. Mr. Minton asked if from a technology standpoint, is that accurate or possible. This generated discussion within the gallery the possibility of dispensing fuel through one meter from both sides of a dispenser. Oklahoma Department of Labor (ODOL) Compliance Officer Robert Lassiter said if this is possible, four hoses could share one meter and all four should be exact when the ODOL does a prover calibration check. Mr. Lassiter elaborated on how multiple fuels can flow through one meter, how many hoses can dispense from one CNG meter, the effort to confirm if any of those are out there and how to open them up to make that determination. Mr. Lassiter said if a meter has four hoses, he has to inspect all of them but can only bill $250.00. Bob Steed of J.W. Power said if all the hoses are dispensing off the same meter, the calibration on each hose should read the same. ODOL Compliance Officer John Melson said he will be inspecting a meter this week that has two hoses.  Discussion continued regarding the frequency of multiple hoses on one meter, whether both nozzles can be used at the same, and the pressure at which the fuel will be dispensed. 

Eric Pollard of Central Oklahoma Clean Cities said the Department of Energy is Releasing First Responder Training event next week. Mr. Pollard said information is available on their website. 

John Claybon of Oklahoma City Community College (OCCC) said OCCC is working in conjunction with the National Alternative Fuels Training Consortium (NAFTC) to offer a propane certification class April twenty-seventh (27) through the twenty-ninth (29).
