Agenda Item 7:
 Update of information to verify a license on the Oklahoma Department of Labor (ODOL) Website
James Buck said that at the Committee’s request last month, he did discuss with the ODOL internal IT staff, as well as the vendor for the AMANDA system, regarding the possibility of coding AMANDA to pull out manager information only so a company will know legally what type of services they are eligible to provide. Mr. Buck said it does appear that may be possible, although the ODOL will continue to look at coding requirements. 

Agenda Item 8:
Discussion as it relates to possible need for rule change as it pertains to licensing Doing Business As (DBAs) entities
James Perry said he had a meeting with Commissioner Houston on February 21. Mr. Perry said we might need to make a Rules change concerning DBAs. Mr. Perry said in the locksmith industry we all know about the DBAs that one company is using. Mr. Perry said that he believes, as the Rules are written, it does provide direction but is not read that way legally. Mr. Perry said one company can have multiple locations providing they are all of one name. Mr. Perry said he believes a licensed company should have only one DBA. Mr. Perry said as the Rules are currently written a company can have only one DBA. Mr. Perry said if a company wants more than one DBA, it has to have a license for each one. Mr. Perry said Commissioner Houston advised a change in the rules on this subject. The Committee discussed a company having more than one DBA, how many DBAs a manager may legally manage, whether each DBA needs a separate manager and how companies with multiple DBAs are legally operating now, and how many businesses one manager can practically manage. Mr. Perry and Steve Lutz said they will draft language for a Rules change and provide it to the Committee at the April meeting.

Public Comments
Jack Sink, with You Change Lock Industries, said his company holds several DBAs. Mr. Sink said having listened to the discussion he sees this as a blatant attempt to constrain trade. Mr. Sink said we don’t have the authority to rewrite the commercial codes, or regulations or licensure requirements for corporations. Mr. Sink said it appears the Committee is trying to establish a way for a very small company to be on equal footing with a very large company with a very large presence, and to make all things equal. Mr. Sink gave examples of corporations in other industries operating under multiple DBAs. Mr. Sink said constraint of trade is wrong and the Committee should seek the opinion of legal counsel.
