Alternative Fuel Technician Training

The Alternative Fuels Technician Certification Act (Act) regulates the training, testing and certification of technicians who install, modify, repair, or renovate equipment used in alternative fuelling infrastructure and in the conversion of any engine to operate on an alternative fuel. This includes original equipment manufacturer engines dedicated to operate on an alternative fuel. Plug-in electric vehicles (PEVs), PEV charging infrastructure, and PEV technicians must also comply with the rules and regulations of this Act. (Reference Oklahoma Statues74-130.11 through 74-130.24)
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
