Agenda Item 1:  Cal to Order
The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Chairman Jeff Twiehaus. 

Agenda Item 2: Roll Call

Agenda Item 7: Reappointments of Jeff Twiehaus and Charles Lawson to the Alternative Fuels Technician Examiners Committee
James Buck said when the Committee was brought to the Oklahoma Department of Labor (ODOL) from the Oklahoma Office of Management and Enterprise Services (OMES) and the Corporation Commission, one of the changes made was how the committee is appointed. Mr. Buck said this appointment was passed to the Commissioner of Labor. Mr. Buck said Labor Commissioner Melissa McLawhorn Houston has approved Jeff Twiehaus for an additional three (3) years to serve on the Committee and Charles Lawson for an additional two (2) years to serve on the Committee. Mr. Buck said the ODOL is appreciative for the service of all the Committee members. 


Agenda Item 8: Committee Vacancies
James Buck said it is critical that the Committee has a quorum every month at the meetings. Mr. Buck said the Committee currently has a vacancy for an Electric Vehicle position, with the potential for another Electric Vehicle vacancy, dependent on Craiton Cooper’s future plans. Mr. Buck said the ODOL is working to identify individuals to fill those positions. Mr. Buck said Committee member Roger Luke’s appointment is expiring and Mr. Luke is considering whether he is able to continue to serve on the Committee. 

Mr. Buck said if anyone is aware of someone eligible to serve on the Committee and may be interested in serving, contact Angelia Cobble. Mr. Buck said Mrs. Cobble will reach out to those individuals and if they are interested, they can be scheduled to meet with Commissioner Houston to be considered for the position. 

Agenda Item 9: OAC 380:80-7-6 and 380:80-7-7
Discussion on agenda items 9 and 11 were combined. The Committee reviewed language for proposed changes to OAC 380:-7-6 and 380:80-7-7 that had been submitted by Craiton Cooper. Jeff Twiehaus made a motion that the recommendations made by the Committee to amendment the Rules be taken into consideration by the Commissioner, for consideration for adoption into further Legislation.

Agenda Item 10: Fill Station and Compression Technician Licenses 
Charles Lawson said previously the Committee had discussed how often out-of-state Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) technicians should be permitted to work in Oklahoma on an emergency basis and under what circumstances. The Committee reviewed a draft of a form developed to track the work of out-of-state OEM Technicians. The Committee discussed what changes should be made to the tracking form. 

Committee discussion included how to establish an emergency situation, how the ODOL will be notified during hours the ODOL is not open, how many times they should be permitted to work in Oklahoma until they are required to obtain a license and having an Oklahoma licensed Level II technician present at all times while the work is being completed. Liability was also discussed, as well as who is responsible to submit the tracking form and how the tracking form will be submitted – by fax or by email. 

The Committee discussed licensing requirements for technicians in other states. Mark Bumgarner said he thinks only Texas and Utah have licensing requirements in alternative fuels. The Committee said there are no states with reciprocity regarding alternative fuels technicians. The Committee discussed requirements for Alternative Fuels work in Texas and agreed that information would be collected by Committee members and brought to the meeting for discussion next month. 

James Buck said suggested changes to the Rules have already been submitted to the Legislature for this year. Mr. Buck said if the Committee wants to submit changes to the Commissioner for consideration, they have time to work through their recommendations to submit them for next year. 

Jeff Twiehaus said ultimately, we want to be able to accommodate emerging technology and not cut ourselves off from it.

Angelia Cobble said House Bill 2622 passed out of Senate Committee March 31 and is now on the Senate Floor and the Rules have been submitted to the Governor’s office.  



Agenda Item 13: Alternative Fuels Program Update
Angelia Cobble said the prover for the second (2nd) truck has been built. Mrs. Cobble said the truck has also been completed and the Oklahoma Department of Labor (ODOL) is waiting for it to be delivered. Mrs. Cobble said no special meeting is scheduled this month, but we will have a special meeting next month to identify problems with questions on the vehicle technician exam currently in place. Mrs. Cobble said we will resume revising the Electric Vehicle standards once the issues with the current exam are resolved.

Agenda Item 14: Public Comments
John Claybon, Director of Professional Development Institute at Oklahoma City Community College (OCCC) said that OCCC will be hosting National Alternative Fuels Training Center (NFATC) the week of April 25. Mr. Claybon said this includes a three (3) day propane class for vehicle and a licensing class. Mr. Claybon said the class maximum class size will be 30 students. 

Eric Pollard of Clean Cities said there is a convention May 11, 2016, the location has not been set. Also on May 11 at the State Capitol, in the east parking lot.  The fastest Compressed Natural Gas. (CNG) truck has been on a cross country trip and will be featured.
