Agenda Item 6:
History of the Alarm and Locksmith Program with the ODOL
Stacy Bonner discussed the history of the Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler Program since it has been at the Oklahoma Department of Labor. Mrs. Bonner stated that associations conducted interviews with various agencies and lobbied to move the program to the ODOL in 2012. Mrs. Bonner stated the 280 Fund has remained intact and that this program is the only thing the funds are used for. Mrs. Bonner provided the following improvements to the program; All disciplines have background checks, over forty testing sites are now available, new picture ID with hologram instead of cardstock, faster turn-around in processing applications, nine licensing professionals to help, three compliance officers, “Lock in your Safety” brand, google ad campaign to track and make sure individuals are in compliance, direct mailing campaign, improved test questions that were thirty years old, greater level of administrative support, moving everyone’s license expiration date from June to the end of their birth month, and lowered fees for licenses. Mrs. Bonner also discussed the $200,000 that was removed from the revolving fund and stated that this was minimal compared to other funds. Mrs. Bonner stated that the removal of the program and going to the Construction Industries Board (CIB) does not protect the fund. Mrs. Bonner exclaimed that the ODOL is not here to control the market but is here to protect the consumers.

Lowell Roberts of the Oklahoma Master Locksmith Association had comments in saying there were discrepancies in this story.



Agenda Item 7:
Committee Guidelines and Procedures
Steve Lutz had questions on the purpose of this meeting. Sean Crain had concerns on time commitment with these meetings lasting all day. Dennis Bloye asked if the purpose of this meeting was for new committee members and Sean Crain stated that Maurice Grant should create a list of questions and bring them to the ODOL and then the Alarm and Locksmith Industry Committee for review. Maurice Grant asked for suggestions on possible dates and times to meet. James Perry stated that this could be a regular meeting agenda item.

Agenda Item 8:
Discussion as it relates to the Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler Program Exams
Myron Jacobs discussed dates and reason for meetings to discuss exams. Steve Lutz asked if this will be open for public discussion and Mr. Jacobs answered that it will. James Buck had comments and stated that these meetings will discuss tasks and elements and separate these out for Technicians and Salespersons. Lisa Fields stated that in the past, this was up to the committee. Mr. Buck gave an example of the Alternative Fuels program as a person trains, then tests. Mr. Buck mentioned the idea of creating new pathways to obtain licensure. Maurice Grant asked about pass rates and Mr. Buck stated that he believes Nurse Call may have the highest with 45%. There was extensive discussion on the reasons for these Special Meetings. Don Schooler noted that anything outside of regular meetings scheduled with the Oklahoma Secretary of State is considered a Special Meeting. Mr. Lutz asked if general data on testers could be provided. Mr. Buck replied in saying that he would have to speak with CareerTech on the possibility of this. Lowell Roberts asked if the questions would be put on the Smart Board. Mr. Buck replied in saying that is one of the options. Don Schooler stated that test questions will not be on the Smart Board.


Agenda Item 9:
Discussion on 2015 Alarm and Locksmith Bi-Annual Conferences
Myron Jacobs stated the conference will be held on September 22, 2015 at the MetroTech Springlake Campus. Mr. Jacobs mentioned that it will be held in the Health Careers Center Building. Mr. Jacobs also stated that Brad Shipp, Executive Director of the False Alarm Reduction Association and Executive Director of the National Electronic Surveillance Alliance will be the conference speaker. Lowell Roberts of the Oklahoma Master Locksmith Association had comments on the $200,000 that was removed from the revolving fund and his licensing fees, and how he believes Representative Earl Sears is allowing these fees to go elsewhere. Mr. Roberts exclaimed that Don Schooler stated these fees could be removed because they are a surplus. Mr. Roberts discussed the reduction of fees and the move from the ODOL to CIB.

Lowell Roberts discussed the move from the Oklahoma State Department of Health to the Department of Labor. Mr. Roberts stated the Senate was not happy with the Department of Health and that the ODOL put in a bid to receive the program. Mr. Roberts stated that the program brought 1 million dollars to the agency.

Joe Gragg of Convergent Technologies discussed the licensing of sales representatives. Mr. Gragg discussed this is for the protection of the public. Mr. Gragg exclaimed that the Committee was created to bring the standards of the industry up. Mr. Gragg also stated that those who are selling, should be qualified to do things correctly.
