Ron Edwards and Jim Buck to discuss the need for documentation to be carried by a trainee during the fifteen (15) business days allotted to submit a Trainee Application to the ODOL after being hired by a licensed company, with potential Committee and public discussion and potential Committee action.

Suggestions:
- Use Hire/Termination form-add a box that shows start date.  Have individual carry this on their person.

- Carry the Alarm/Lock application on their person.

- Can ODOL allow a third party to process background checks to reduce application time?

Jim Buck stated that he would confer with ODOL Legal Counsel to define the scope of work for a technician vs. a laborer.

Maurice Grant selected several items for discussion with an intention on clarification.  Topics included, but were not limited to: removing the word “Advisory” from all titles, process and procedures for advancing issues to/through the Commissioner, Legal representation, and voting considerations (Yea, Nay, or Abstain). 

Agenda Item 9:
Discussion regarding Fire Sprinkler Manager Licensure Requirements
Oklahoma Fire Sprinkler Association to request reinstatement of NICET III Certification or equivalent state test with a minimum of five (5) years of experience required prior to qualifying for the Manager’s Exam for licensure, with potential Committee and public discussion and potential Committee action.

Raymond Lawson clarified this would enable two (2) viable routes to licensure (1) NICET III certification and the five year experience requirement or (2) completion of the state examination and the five year experience requirement.  Successful completion of either licensure avenue would allow a candidate to sit for the State Managers Exam.

Current licenses would be grandfathered.

Lowell Roberts commented that the increased requirements might make entry into the fire sprinkler industry more prohibitive.

Jim Buck made a motion to take recommendation to the Commissioner for conceptual consideration.  Lisa Fields seconded the motion.  The motion passed with eight Yea’s and one abstain.
