Agenda Item 8:
Discussion as it Relates to the relationship between the Oklahoma State Fire Marshal’s Office and the Oklahoma Dept. of Labor (ODOL)
Mr. Whittington to discuss relationship between ODOL and State Fire Marshal as it pertains to the Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler Industry.

Mr. Whittington stated the relationship between Fire Marshall and ODOL is limited just as it is with most other municipal agencies.  Most communication relates primarily to commercial fire and sprinkler systems.  ODOL would like the Fire Marshall to check for licensing while inspecting however the Fire Marshal’s Office cannot issue citations for license violations.  Fire Marshal Associations have been asking ODOL Alarm inspectors on issues of licensing.   






Agenda Item 9:
Labor Review Newsletter 
Information relating to the publication of the first edition of the “Labor Review”

Jim Buck stated the first copy of the monthly Labor Review newsletter has been published.  Please use e-mail address ALFS@Labor.ok.gov to request copies or to suggest content.  Letter is directed toward the industry, not the general public, however the general public can download a current copy from the ODOL website.  The primary purpose of the newsletter is to inform the Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler industry as an informed industry directly correlates to public safety.  Articles from the Labor Review can be made available to associations and organizations for republication.

Suggestion was made to sub-title the Labor Review to indicate that the newsletter is directed towards the Alarm, Locksmith and Fire Sprinkler industry.

Names of companies and individuals that have revoked or suspended licenses will not be published in the Labor Review.   

Agenda Item 10:
Alarm, Locksmith, & Fire Sprinkler Industry Act
Information pertaining to the 1 Nov 2015 approval of the Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler Industry Act.

Ian Pleasant informed the Committee that the title of the Alarm, Locksmith & Fire Sprinkler Industry Act had officially changed on 1 Nov 15 (previously the Alarm & Locksmith Industry Act).  Name of the committee remains the same.

Myron Jacobs requested that Agenda item #12 be addressed before Agenda item #11 as information provided during agenda item #12 would lay the foundation for agenda item #11 information.  Request was approved.

Agenda Item 12:
Licensure Process Changes pertaining to Multiple Certification Pathways
Information pertaining to the establishment of multiple pathways for the certification of Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler licensure.

Jim Buck indicated that the Department was working towards multiple pathway certification programs to give greater flexibility to the industry.  The Commissioner has the authority to prescribe examination programs for certification.  Aligns with other ODOL certification programs.  Applicants will go to approved examination site; ODOL will not issue testing letters.  Once examination has been successfully completed the individual will submit their application and certificate of completion to ODOL through approved processing sites or in person.

Testing center testing schedule will be posted on ODOL’s website.
There will be a defined standard for training course curriculum.  Random unannounced audits will be conducted on training centers.

1 January 2016 is the target date for implementation.  
Agenda Item 11:
ODOL Approved Examination Entities
Information pertaining to the approval of examination entities relating to the Alarm, Locksmith, and Fire Sprinkler certification.

Myron Jacobs stated there will be a special meeting within the next several weeks for party’s interested in becoming an approved ODOL testing entity.  Each testing entity will have to provide their curriculum and how it matches to each standard.  Test questions will be reviewed by committee.

There will not be an application fee for testing entities.  Reviews of curriculum and test for each training/testing facility will be conducted annually.  There is no defined time between the class completion and the administration of the examination.  A requirement to evaluate instructor credentials is being evaluated.  Consideration may be given for a certification process for instructors. 


Agenda Item 13:
Public Comments
Comments and discussion from the general public regarding matters specific to the Alarm and Locksmith Industries, limited to no more than five (5) minutes per public member unless granted additional time by the Committee.  The Committee shall neither engage in substantive discussion nor material interaction with the public.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Lowell Roberts (Oklahoma Master Locksmith Association) took the lectern.  His public comment was directed towards the reallocation of $200K in Alarm & Locksmith industry funds.  He expressed his opinion that Alarm & Locksmith funds should only be used for the Alarm & Locksmith industry and not diverted to other industries or programs.  Equated state programs and legislature policies to Conservative or Liberal beliefs.  Reiterated a need to cut licensing costs for Alarm & Locksmith industry personnel.

Jordan Brown took the lectern.  Expressed a concern in the delay in getting plans pushed through the Fire Marshal’s office.  Thanked ODOL and Russell Whittington for their continued efforts in establishing a working relationship with the Fire Marshal’s office.

Keith Oker- Co-owner of All-American Locksmith.  Stated that 24/7 Locksmith’s has basically hi-jacked the internet through creation of misleading websites implying they represent established locksmithing businesses, in this case All-American Locksmith.  Additionally, they have found a way to change or redirect an established business’s website to redirect the customer to their website or phone number.  All-American Locksmith takes on a legal liability when the customer thinks they have contacted All-American but another company arrives with the implication that they are All-American.          

 Danna Fowble-Oklahoma Burglar and Fire Alarm Association- Expressed appreciation to ODOL for creating relationship with Fire Marshal’s office.  Asked ODOL to insert a brief statement in an upcoming issue of the Labor Review to state that the Fire Marshal’s office is not authorized to write licensing citations for Alarm and Locksmiths.
