Agenda Item 3: Statement of Compliance with Oklahoma’s Open Meeting Act
Statement of Compliance with Oklahoma’s Open Meeting Act was read by Ruth Neville.

Agenda Item 4: Review and Action to revise Alternative Fuels Electric Vehicle Technician Standards, Exam and Skills Test
Jennifer Cartwright, Assessment Manager/HCP Coordinator for Oklahoma Department of CareerTech led the discussion. Mrs. Cartwright had compiled a document for Electric Vehicle Technician Competency Requirements. There was discussion within the workgroup over standards of various organizations. Mr. Cooper said he has course objectives that had been taught by Tulsa Technology Center. Mr. Pollard spoke from the floor and said the National Electric Code (NEC) went into effect November 1, 2015.  Mr. Marty Lawson spoke from the floor stating Nissan has an Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) shop and could be consulted for information on electric vehicles. Mr. Cooper said the Society of Automotive Engineering (SAE) has recently launched electric vehicle standards. Mr. Twiehaus said electric vehicle training had been offered at one time by Mid-Del Technology Center. From the floor, Scott Minton asked if any schools offer classes on electric vehicles. John Claybon said it may be taught in the automotive course; he will check on it. After review and discussion, Mr. Cooper said the document Mrs. Cartwright had submitted was a good start.

Mr. Cooper said we might need two (2) endorsements such as original equipment manufacturer (OEM) and Conversion. Mr. Lawson said we might consider accepting OEM training and credentials in lei of statute training and educations requirements. 

The work group discussed the evolving electric vehicle industry and what State oversight may be required. The group discussed Mr. Lawson’s suggestion of an option to accept an OEM electric vehicle training certificate for an electric vehicle license in lei of current training and education requirements. 

Jeff Twiehaus made a motion to request a legal opinion from the Oklahoma Department of Labor legal counsel regarding accepting an OEM electric vehicle certificate. Charles Lawson seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Angelia Cobble, Program Manager and James Buck, Safety Standards Division (SSD) Director will seek a legal opinion on behalf of the committee. 

The work group determined an OEM certificate satisfies the Electric Vehicle Technician written exam therefore, a technician with an OEM certificate should be exempt from taking the exam. Persons seeking an electric vehicle license without an OEM certificate should be required to take the exam. For that reason, the OEM certificate holders should be broken out from non-OEM applicants. 

Mr. Cooper made a motion to break out OEM from non-OEM licensing. Charles Lawson seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
