Agenda Item 5: Review and Action to Approve Crosswalk to be submitted by Oklahoma City Community College
Craiton Cooper passed out copies of the Alternative Fuels Compressor Technician Level I Operator curriculum and crosswalk to each committee member. Mr. Cooper said there is an on-line module the students are to complete before the class starts. Mr. Cooper stated this on-line module reduces class time by approximately 8 hours, which saves the students from taking more time off work to take the class. Mr. Cooper said the course requires two (2) six (6) hour days. Mr. Cooper said that because the exam has not been updated, he teaches the course to the current exam and instructs students regarding current statute requirements after they have taken the exam. Mr. Twiehaus said when the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) is updated, updated curriculum should be submitted to the committee for review. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Cooper said the skills assessment currently consists of five stations with approximately 30 minutes spent on each station. Mr. Cooper said the stations number will increase from five to six and the 30 minutes time frame will remain in place once the updated standards have been approved. 

Mr. Cooper said Oklahoma City Community College (OCCC) does not have a level II crosswalk. Mr. Cooper said OCCC does not currently have calibration equipment required for Level II assessments. After discussion and review, Mr. Lawson made a motion to approve the OCCC crosswalk. Frank Stapp seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
