Appointment of James Buck as the Commissioner of Labor’s representative to the Alarm & Locksmith Advisory Committee, Update on Rules:
Commissioner Costello made the appointment and also addressed several issues.  With the new rules that went into effect July 11, 2013 the renewals next year should go a lot smoother as your license will renew with your birth month and this will spread the renewal dates out .  He stated there is discussion about a 4 year license renewal period instead of the current 1.

James Buck mentioned several rule changes that are now a part of the Alarm & Locksmith act... Some of the changes are:
1.)The required age for the A&L managers has been reduced from 21 to 18(effective July 01, 2013)
2.) All A&L applicants must have a photo taken by Oklahoma Department of Labor or approve entity (effective July 01, 2013).
 3.) All A&L license are nonrefundable (effective July 01, 2013)
 4.) The Oklahoma Department of Labor no longer is required to send notices of license revocations to law enforcement agencies but the notice of the suspension or revocation shall be made public record.
5.) An A&L Locksmith company is allowed to have one licensed manager in the state, rather than one per location. (effective July 01, 2013)
6.) Individuals only need to be licensed as salespersons if they have authority to sign a binding proposal. (effective July 11, 2013) and individuals who only solicit alarm systems by phone or electronic means do not need to be licensed (effective July 01, 2013)
7.) The Department of Labor has incorporated the latest version adopted by the Oklahoma Uniform Building Code Commission (effective July 11, 2013)
8.) License numbers must be posted on a vehicle at the job site. (effective July 11, 2013.
9) Trainees in all areas are allowed to work for 15 business days before submitting a trainee application. (effective July 11, 2013)
