Discussion – Alarm and Locksmith Contract Language as it pertains to terms and liquidated damage.

· Mr. Jack Sink spoke about language as it pertains to terms and liquidated damages.  There is no opportunity to revise or constrain the liquidated damages proactive outside action of legislation.  Anyone wishing to terminate their contract will have to pay for the remaining term of the contract.   No comments from the committee.  

Agenda Item 5:
Discussion – Examinations for the Alarm and Locksmith Industry

Charles Hudecek addressed problems with Alarm Locksmith test questions not being relevant to the category an individual is testing for.  Mr. Hudecek stated he has received an increase in the number of complaints regarding test questions. 
Mr. James Buck addressed this issue by saying that he is planning on holding meetings in the future with Career Tech and representatives from the different associations, industry, and other interested parties to research standards and develop a pool of test questions more in line with industry standards.  Mr. Buck stated that Department of Labor is looking into is the time frame before an applicant can retest.  One suggestion was there should be a three (3) day waiting period before an applicant could retest, providing an opportunity for the applicant to study; hopefully increase the percentage of passing scores.  Mr. James Buck said the Department of Labor has been contacting surrounding states to research their test questions and procedures to get ideas on how to improve the testing procedure and produce a good solid test that is fair.  Mr. Buck would like to hold a meeting in October of 2013 and have representatives from every discipline provide input on the questions that they think should be on the test.  Mr. Buck would like to let the applicant know what was missed on the test, so that the applicant could study in the area that is needed.  Mr. Buck asked for volunteers to be a part of this committee to help and get feedback.  Rick Flanigan commented that when he was in office at the DOL that he too received these calls.  He had called Career Tech to make sure what questions were on the test, he was told that most of the questions came from the test that were held at the Department of Health.  Bob Carroll stated that the actions that are being taken are good and that this needs to be high priority on our list of things to get done and that the proposed meetings should be that questions discussion be confidential to ensure test integrity..
Jordan Brown addressed the committee on test related issues, saying that three ring binders should be allowed in the testing area and that exams for Close Circuit Television (CCTV) should change as new technology changes to keep licenses holders in this category current in their field.
There were several volunteers from the Alarm Locksmith committee and the audience to be a part of this testing committee.

Agenda Item 6:
Discussion - Fire and Security Alarm Manager Exam Qualifications for Testing

Alan L. Couey, with Dane & Associated Electric Company, addressed the committee to discuss the examination process and qualifications for Fire and Security Alarm Managers.  Mr. Couey commented that current qualifications need to be changed, and that the NICET Certifications Level II or higher should be accepted as enough qualification to be allowed to take the managers exam.  Mr. Couey stated he has eight (8) yrs experience in the alarm industry and the manager’s test has questions that have nothing to do with his trade.

Tom Lemley, addressed the committee on this topic saying that he has a NICET III  and IV, that the level I and II are too easily obtained and that the standard should be at least, level III or IV.

Mr. James Buck asked that this topic be tabled until the next meeting.  Charles Hudecek requested that this be put back on the agenda again in a few months for more discussion. 
Agenda Item 7:
Exempt the Roadside Assistance Providers from the Locksmith Licensing Requirements.

Reggie Heisler addressed the committee, and requested the committee consider roadside assistant companies be exempted from the Alarm Locksmith Industry Act. That, perhaps a sub-category be developed for car opening only because they are not doing anything but unlocking cars, changing tires and etc. as needed and not engaged in any other locksmith services. He was asked by the committee to return with a written request outlining language detailing the changes he is requesting so the committee could vote yes or no on recommending a possible rule change to the Labor Commissioner.
