Agenda Item 1:
The meeting was called to order at 11:08 a.m. by Jeff Twiehaus, Chairman.

Agenda Item 2: Roll Call
Committee members present: Jeff Twiehaus, Craiton Cooper, Charles Lawson, Mark Bumgarner, Mark Harris and Program Coordinator Ruth Neville.
Members Absent: Roger Luke
Five voting members and one non-voting member were present.
There is one committee member vacancy.

A quorum was present.

Agenda Item 3: Statement of Compliance with the Open Meeting Act
The Statement of Compliance with the Open Meeting Act was read by Ruth Neville.

Agenda Item 4: Revision of Electric Vehicle Technician Standards and Exam
Jennifer Cartwright, Assessment Manager/HCP Coordinator of Oklahoma Department of CareerTech lead the discussion for revising the Electric Vehicle Technician standards and exam. Mrs. Cartwright passed out a draft of revised standards based on discussion during the January 5 Special Meeting. Mrs. Cartwright said we need to reach a consensus on how much information an Electric Vehicle Technician needs to know. Mr. Craiton Cooper asked if we have copies of the Original Equipment Manufacturers (OEM) regarding OEM training requirements, such as for Chevrolet or Toyota hybrids. Angelia Cobble said she had attempted to contact one OEM without response. Mrs. Cobble said we will continue to reach out in an attempt to get that information. 
Eric Pollard of Association of Central Oklahoma Governments (ACOG) said he will attempt to get that information from someone he knows. Mrs. Cartwright said we are stuck here without industry input. Mr. Cooper said the draft standards may have requirements that apply more to an electrician that to a vehicle technician. Mr. Cooper said an electric vehicle technician needs to know about safety, what to disconnect and when to disconnect but not deep electronics. Discussion continued over the number of vehicles converted to electricity, OEM vehicle conversion and electric golf carts. Mr. Cooper said it may be necessary to develop two pathways, one OEM path and one path for conversions. Mr. Pollard said OEMs would probably like their vehicles serviced by their own technicians. Discussion continued regarding OEMs, legislation to make changes, how many electric vehicle technicians are currently licensed and work permitted by the State Statute for electric vehicle technicians. Jerry McDonald of MetroTech said it is crucial to get a manufacturer handbook to help determine the mandates to be considered for an electric vehicle technician.  Discussion continued over how and where electric vehicle information could be obtained, language that should be considered for the standards and training offered by vendors. Mrs. Cartwright said everyone should get information from their contacts. 

Mrs. Cobble said we will continue monthly special meetings until the revisions are complete.

Jeff Twiehaus made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Craiton Cooper.
