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If you are currently receiving Emergency Unemployment Compensation (EUC), the Federal automatic spending cuts, also known as sequestration, have had an effect on your benefits. Due to sequestration forced budget cuts, payment of EUC made on or after March 31, 2013 was reduced by 10.7%. As of October 1, 2013 the amount of the reduction will change to 7.2%. This will increase your weekly EUC benefit amount by 3.5%. Regular state-funded unemployment insurance benefits will not be affected.
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
